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ORDINANCE 2011-196-E
AN Ordinance PERMITTING 11 PERPENDICULAR PARKING spaces ON the EAST side of OAK STREET, BETWEEN MARGARET STREET AND LOMAX STREET, in council District 14; REQUESTING EMERGENCY APPROVAL; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


whereas, Section 316.195(2), Florida Statutes, requires that vehicles park parallel to the curb or edge of the roadway in the direction of authorized traffic movement; and

whereas, pursuant to Section 316.195(3), Florida Statutes, local authorities may permit angle parking on any local roadway by ordinance; and

whereas, the developer of 1534 Oak Street, has requested perpendicular parking spaces on Oak Street, a local roadway, between Margaret Street and Lomax Street, in Council District 14; and

whereas, the subject property owner and/or developer shall be responsible for all costs related to the proposed perpendicular parking spaces approved herein; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

The Council hereby finds a need for 11 perpendicular parking spaces on the east side of Oak Street, a local roadway, between Margaret Street and Lomax Street, to allow for additional parking to serve the redevelopment of 1534 Oak Street and the Five Points area as a whole.  Pursuant to the authority granted by Section 316.195(3), Florida Statutes, the Council hereby authorizes 11 perpendicular parking spaces on the east side of Oak Street, a local road way, between Margaret Street and Lomax Street, as generally depicted in Exhibit 1, attached hereto.

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency. The bill sponsor is requesting emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is to ensure that the additional parking along the east side of Oak Street will be provided concurrently with the redevelopment of 1534 Oak Street. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
