ORDINANCE 2011-205
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 307 (HISTORIC PRESERVATION), ORDINANCE CODE; DESIGNATING THE CATHERINE STREET FIRE STATION #3 LOCATED AT 1406 GATOR BOWL BOULEVARD, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, AS A LANDMARK; DIRECTING THE ZONING ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER THE LANDMARK DESIGNATION ON THE ZONING ATLAS; DIRECTING THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO NOTIFY EACH APPLICANT, THE PROPERTY OWNER AND THE PROPERTY APPRAISER OF THE LANDMARK DESIGNATION AND TO CAUSE SAID DESIGNATION TO BE RECORDED IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville City Council (the “Council”) promulgated Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, to facilitate the designation of landmarks and landmark sites, where appropriate; and

WHEREAS, the property to be designated by this ordinance (hereinafter the “Subject Property”) is the Catherine Street Fire Station #3 located at 1406 Gator Bowl Boulevard in Council District 7, which served as one of the first fire stations in Jacksonville and constructed approximately ten months after the Great Fire of 1901 and was manned exclusively by a crew of African-American firefighters until 1905; and 

WHEREAS, the property owners within 350 feet of the boundaries of the Subject Property have been notified of the intent to designate the property as a landmark; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the requirements of Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council has considered the issue of designating the Subject Property as a landmark, taking into consideration its importance and historical value, as more fully set forth in the Designation Application and Report of the Planning and Development Department, a copy of which is attached hereto as a Composite Exhibit 1, and incorporated by reference herein (the “Application and Report”); and


WHEREAS, public hearings have been held by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission, the Council and its committees regarding the issue of designating the Subject Property as a landmark; and

WHEREAS, on February 23, 2011, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed  and recommended approval of the designation of landmark (the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are attached hereto as Exhibit 2); and

WHEREAS, by enacting this ordinance, the Council is exercising its power and authority to contribute to  the health, safety and welfare of the City of Jacksonville and finds that the Subject Property should be so designated as a landmark; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Designation of Landmark.  Pursuant to Chapter 307 (Historic Preservation), Ordinance Code, the Council hereby designates the Catherine Street Fire Station #3 located at 1406 Gator Bowl Boulevard in Council District 7, which consists of a significantly unaltered and appropriately restored structure constructed in early 1902 and currently utilized to house the Jacksonville Fire Museum, as a landmark.


Section 2.

Satisfaction of Requisite Criteria.  The Council hereby finds that the Subject Property satisfies at least four (4) of the requisite criteria set forth in Section 307.104(j), Ordinance Code, as more fully set forth in Composite Exhibit 1.

Section 3.

Landmark Designation on Zoning Atlas.  The Council hereby directs the Zoning Administrator to designate the Subject Property as a landmark on the City’s Zoning Atlas.


Section 4.
Notice of Landmark Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to notify each applicant, the property owner and the Property Appraiser of the designation of the Subject Property as a landmark.


Section 5.

Recording of Landmark Designation.  The Council hereby directs the Chief of Legislative Services to record this ordinance in the public records for Duval County, Florida.


Section 6.

Effective Date.  The enactment of this ordinance constitutes a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and therefore shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

Prepared in accordance with the JACKSONVILLE ORDINANCE CODE, SECTION 307.104,
the Jacksonville Planning and Development Department hereby forwards to the Jacksonville
Historic Preservation Commission, its "Findings, Conclusions and Recommendations" on the
Landmark Designation, LM-11-01, sponsored by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation
Commission. '

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

(A) At the request of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission, the Jacksonville
Planning and Development Department began preparing a designation application for the
property located at 1406 Gator Bowl Boulevard, the Catherine Street Fire Station, # 3.

(B)  Consistent with the JACKSONVILLE ORDINANCE CODE, SECTION 307.104(d), the
Planning and Development Department determined that the application for designation of
the property at 1406 Gator Bowl Boulevard, the Catherine Street Fire Station, # 3, as a
Landmark was complete. As required, the Planning and Development Department had
signs posted in front of the property being considered for designation, as well as sent
notices by U.S. Mail to each owner of real property within three hundred and fifty (350)
feet of the proposed site. Notice of the public hearing on the designation of the property
at 1406 Gator Bowl Boulevard, the Catherine Street Fire Station, # 3, as a Landmark was
published in the Financial News and Daily Report. Proof of publication will be attached
to this report.

(C)  If designated, any activity affecting the exterior of the property at 1406 Gator Bowl
Boulevard, the Catherine Street Fire Station, # 3, will require a Certificate of
Appropriateness (COA) from the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission. Before
issuing the Certificate of Appropriateness, the Commission will review the proposed
activity for consistency with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation
and Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings. Routine repairs and maintenance,
alterations, and new construction not seen from the public right-of-way and other projects
consistent with the Secretary's Standards can be pre-approved by the Jacksonville
Planning and Development Department. However, the following activities will require a
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review by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission.

1. Additions to historic buildings or structures.

2. Major changes to or‘ addition of door and window openings.

3. Demolition of all or part of historic buiidings.

4. New construction and additions.

5. Enclosure of porch, porte-cochere, or garage.

6. Porch replacement.

7. Relocation of historic buildings.

8. Roof replacement with material different from existing or change in roof form.
9. Storefront restoration or replacement.

(D)  Atthe close of the public hearing, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission
shall determine, whether based upon the evidence, 1406 Gator Bowl Boulevard, the
Catherine Street Fire Station, # 3, meets the criteria for designation. In reviewing the
application, the Planning and Development Department has found the application to meet
four of the seven criteria. The four criteria include the following;

SIGNIFICANCE OF PROPOSED LANDMARK AS RELATED TO DESIGNATION
CRITERIA:

A. Its value as a significant reminder of the cultural, historical, architectural, or
archaeological heritage of the City, state or nation.

Summary

Significantly unaltered and appropriately restored, the Catherine Fire Station # 3 represents
perhaps the best and oldest example of a traditional early twentieth century fire station to be
found not only in Jacksonville but in Florida as well. The front fagade of the building is
highlighted by a large central arched entryway, windows with arched headers, as well as star
shaped iron tier rod ends. Constructed approximately ten months after the Great Fire of May
3, 1901, the Catherine Street Fire Station was designed and built during an era in which fire
apparatus were powered by horses who were housed in stalls located within the building.
The building also has significance for being initially manned by a crew of African-American
firemen who worked out of the station until 1905. Saved from demolition in 1972, the
Catherine Street Fire Station was later rehabilitated to house the Jacksonville Fire Museum.
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Because of its large valuable collection of fire fighting related artifacts and documents, the
Catherine Street Fire Station was designated in 1982 as the official museum of the Florida
State Firefighters Association by the Florida Sate Firemen’s Association. Continued loss of
the surrounding historical context and endangered from nearby construction, the Catherine
Street Fire Station was moved in 1994 to the Kids Kampus at Metropolitan Park.

The Early History of Firefighting in Jacksonville

The history of organized firefighting in Jacksonville dates to the 1850’s when the city had
several wells dug, and also installed a fire bell in a tower located at West Adams Street and
Newnan Street.1 At that time, volunteers, called together by the fire bell, would form bucket
brigades running from the well or from the river to the fire. Unfortunately such efforts were
not sufficient to deal with the April 5, 1854 fire that destroyed over seventy buildings in the
business district, as well as the later burning of the city during the third occupation of
Jacksonville by Union forces during the Civil War. With the rapid growth of the city
following the Civil War, the need for more organized volunteer companies was soon
recognized. In 1868, the volunteer Friendship Hook & Ladder Company was formed
followed in 1870 by the Mechanic Steam Fire Engine Company. By 1871, the city had a total
of six volunteer companies organized under the Jacksonville Volunteer Fire Department.
Other companies at that time included Aetna Steam Fire Engine Company, Alert Hose
Company, Phoenix Hose Company and the American Hook & Ladder Company. Operating
out of their own facilities, these companies functioned as a combination political-social
organization that sponsored numerous social events and parades, usually featuring the
firemen in full regalia.

The ability of the companies to fight fires was greatly hindered by deep sandy streets and lack
of sufficient water pressure from the limited number of hydrants available in the city. As a
result, the companies were in competition with each other to arrive first on the scene and take
control of the hydrants. This competition to fight fires resulted in the term, “plug-ugly”
which referred to companies sending their meanest and usually the ugliest fireman to secure a
hydrant from the competition until the full company arrived. With improved waterworks, the
number of hydrants and amount of water pressure was greatly improved. The hydrants were
also supplemented by a new fire alarm telegraph system that included six miles of wires and
forty cell batteries to power fifteen alarm boxes and eight bells. However, the disastrous fire
of 1885 that destroyed the Mohawk Building, the Post Office, U.S. Courthouse, U.S.
Marshall’s Office, and Drew’s Hardware Company, along with soaring insurance rates,
forced the City to institute a paid professional fire department.

The new Jacksonville Fire Department was established on July 15, 1886 with former six-term
Republican mayor, Peter Jones, serving as the first Fire Chief. Under his leadership, not only

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was the alarm system improved with the installation of the Gamewell Fire Alarm System, the
department was housed in a central station at 100 East Forsyth Street along with two sub-
stations, # 2 at Main & Ashley Streets and # 3 along East Bay Street. The improvements
were necessitated by the significant expansion of the City in 1887 that included the
annexation of major suburbs such as East Jacksonville, Oakland, Springfield, LaVilla,
Brooklyn, and Riverside. The bell tower at the courthouse and later “B ig Jim”, the steam
whistle at Waterworks Park, supplemented the electrical fire alarm system by distinctive blast
to indicate the presence and location of fires. Two blasts indicated that the fire was in the -
downtown area, with three noting the fire as being in the adjacent neighborhoods. During
this early period, firemen were issued badges in order to assist the police when necessary
with policemen in turn offering their services to the fire chief when in the vicinity of a fire.

The third and perhaps most noted of Jacksonville’s early fire chiefs was Thomas W. Haney
who was appointed in September of 1892. Serving for over thirty years until his retirement in
1926, Haney was descended from a family of firefighters in his hometown of Atlanta,
Georgia. Chief Haney is recognized in Jacksonville history for directing the courageous fire
fighting efforts during the Great Fire of 1901 that in an eight hour period had destroyed over
2,368 buildings scattered over 466 acres in the most intensively developed and populated part
of the city. At that time the largest metropolitan fire to ever occur in the South, the fire of
May 3, 1901 caused fifteen million dollars worth of damage while leaving 8,677 people
homeless.

Under Haney’s tenure new technologies were introduced and improvements made including
additional stations, new and expanded alarm boxes, as well as the use of Hale’s Patent
Swinging Harness that allowed tackle to be hung from the ceiling and dropped directly over
the horses. When the fire alarm went off, the gates on the stall automatically opened
allowing the trained horses to position themselves under the harness. The system was so
efficient and the horses so well trained, that a fire wagon could be out of the fire house within
three minutes of the alarm. Once at the scene of the fire, the horses were unhitched safely
away from the fire. However, by 1912, Haney began replacing horse drawn equipment with
motorized vehicles. By 1921, the last of the fire horses were retired at Fire Station # 7 on
Kings Road in LaVilla.2

History of the Catherine Street Firé Station, # 3

During the tenure of Chief Jones, Fire Station # 3 first opened in the late 1880s along the
south side of East Bay Street between Marsh Street and Hogans Creek. The fire station was
constructed to serve the east part of Downtown, as well as the newly annexed neighborhoods
of East Jacksonville, Fairfield, Oakland, and Campbell’s Addition. Also, the waterfront
along the south side of East Bay Street was occupied by numerous warehouses, naval stores
operations, and sawmills, all served by railroad lines and wharfs along the St. Johns River.

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From the beginning, Fire Station # 3 was manned by a black crew of two privates under
foreman, Henry Butler. The station housed a single 2-wheeled reel with 500° of hose pulled
by “George”.3 Fire Station, # 3 operated at this location until destroyed during the Great Fire
of 1901.

Although Fire Station # 3 re-opened in temporary facilities at the previous site along East Bay
Street, plans were soon made to construct a permanent station. On the advise of its Fire-
Committee, the Board of Bond Trustees approved the purchase in December of 1901 of a 35’
x 105’ lot fronting on the west side of Catherine Street approximately 70 feet north of East
Bay Street.4 By early March of 1902, the chairman of the Fire Committee reported to the
Board that Fire Station # 3 was near completion.5 From March, 1902 to December of 1905,
Fire Station # 3 was again manned by black firefighters, organized as Engine Company No.

3, operating a new American LaFrance Steam Fire Engine. Because of reported misconduct
at Fire Station # 3, the crew of four black firemen was replaced with a white company. The
foreman and driver were discharge with the two privates being placed in other city positions,
thus removing the presence of African American firefighters in the city for decades.6 A
firefighter stationed at # 3 in 1920 later spoke of working seven days a week for $120 a
month. He went on to describe the station as having the standard white ceiling with pea
green walls, and was heated with a pot belly stove. While on duty, the firemen were provided
living accommodations on the second floor with two brass poles providing quick access to
the first floor.7

In 1920, a fire department machine shop and repair facility were located in the rear of Fire
Station # 3. The machine shop operated out of # 3 until a new one was constructed behind
Fire Station # 5 in 1952. In 1921, the horses and stalls were removed to accommodate a fire
truck.8 However, by 1928, the Catherine Street Fire Station, # 3 was closed down for service
with Engine Company No. 3 being deactivated and moved to the new Fire Station # 14. With
space for only one vehicle and no room to grow, Fire Station # 3 was no longer adequate to
serve the growing city. A much larger station, # 6, was opened at 821 Florida Avenue (A.
Philip Randolph Boulevard) in 1912 followed by an additional station constructed in the port

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area along Talleyrand Avenue in 1928.9 Fire Station # 3 continued to be used as a machine
shop and for storage until finally vacated in 1972 in anticipation of being demolished for the
construction of a new Police Administration Building.10

As the significance of the building became more widely known, the construction plans were
modified to allow the police station to be built around the Catherine Street Fire Station.11
With the building saved, efforts were initiated by members of the Jacksonville Fire
Department to convert the old station into a fire museum, as well as a center for teaching fire
prevention and safety. Using both city and state funds and with the active support of the
Jacksonville Historical and Cultural Conservation Commission, predecessor of the
Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission, the building was rehabilitated and became
home to hundreds of fire related artifacts and documents. Most of these donations were made
by current and former fire fighters or their families. Some of the artifacts include the bugle
used by Chief Haney during the 1901 fire, a fire alarm telegraph box, photograph of the
American Hook & Ladder Company of Jacksonville (1870 — 1886), 1898 Ahrens Fox
Steamer Pumper that may have been used to fight the 1901 fire (on loan from the Florida
State Museum), a restored 1912 ladder truck, early fire department run records, as well as a
variety of helmets, coats, fire fighting equipment and photographs, all representing various
periods in Jacksonville’s fire fighting history. The Jacksonville Fire Museum had its grand
opening on May 3, 1976 as part of the Bicentennial celebration, but closed the next day due
to lack of financial resources and staffing to keep open on a set schedule. It was not until
1982, that the museum had its first curator, retired fire fighter, Lt. Mose Bowden.12 In
March of 1994, the Jacksonville Fire Museum was moved from the original site at 12
Catherine Street to the current location adjacent to the Kids Kampus at Metropolitan Park.
This move was in reaction to the possibility of structural damage caused by the nearby
construction of the new jail, the lack of parking for museum visitors, and loss of historical
context.

C. It is identified with a person or persons who significantly contributed to the development
of the City, state, or nation.

Fire Station # 3 also has significance for its association with noted Jacksonville Fire Chief,
Thomas W. Haney (1860-1939), who served from 1892 until his retirement in 1926. Under
Chief Haney’s leadership, the Jacksonville Fire Department evolved from horse powered
apparatus housed in a limited number of small stations to an extensive modern motorized
system. Serving for over thirty years until his retirement in 1926, Haney was descended from
a family of firefighters in his hometown of Atlanta, Georgia. In addition to having two
brothers who were firemen, Chief Haney’s father, Thomas Haney, served as the Chief of the
Atlanta Fire Department. Before the age of 18, Haney joined Atlanta’s volunteer fire

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department, and became a foreman, when a professional department was organized in the
Georgia capital in 1892.

Hired as Jacksonville’s fire chief in September of 1892, Chief Haney is recognized in the
city’s history for directing the courageous fire fighting efforts during the Great Fire of 1901
that in an eight hour period had destroyed over 2,368 buildings scattered over 466 acres in the
most intensively developed and populated part of the city. At the time the largest
metropolitan fire to ever occur in the South, the fire of May 3, 1901 caused fifteen million
dollars worth of damage while leaving 8,677 people homeless. Contrary to news reports
circulating immediately after the fire, Chief Haney was not killed during the fire or
experienced temporary insanity, but did collapse several times before being taken to the
Riverside Station # 5 to recover from heat exhaustion. After the conflagration, Chief Haney
and his force of 36 fulltime firefighters were praised by the community for their courageous
efforts in fighting the Great Fire of 1901.

Under Haney’s tenure new technologies were introduced and improvements made including
additional stations, new and expanded alarm boxes, as well as the use of Hale’s Patent
Swinging Harness that allowed tackle to be hung from the ceiling and dropped directly over
the horses. However, by 1912, Haney began replacing horse drawn equipment with motorized
vehicles. By 1921, the last of the fire horses were retired at Fire Station # 7 on Kings Road in
LaVilla. Chief Haney was also committed to fire prevention, and lobbied the city for increase
water pressure, new steam pumper engine, and more paved roads to speed access by fire
vehicles. Highly regarded nationally by his peers, Chief Haney went on to serve for several
years as president of the International Association of Firefighters. Chief Haney retired from
the department in 1926, and died at his Springfield residence in 1939.13

Other stations constructed during Chief Haney’s tenure include # 2 at 1344 North Main Street
in the Springfield Historic District, which has operated out of the same building since 1909.
The Central Station at 39 East Adams Street, now a private residence, was built in 1901 and
severely remodeled in 1944. Fire Station # 5 opened in 1911 along Riverside Avenue in
Brooklyn, but in recent years replaced by a new station. Currently, the fate of old Fire Station #
5 along Riverside Avenue has not been determined. Station # 6 on Florida Avenue in East
Jacksonville was constructed in 1911, but has since been demolished along with # 7 (1911)
located on kings Road between Davis and Johnson Streets. Fire Station # 8 at the northeast
corner of Rosselle Street and Stockton Street in Riverside opened in 1923, but has since closed
down, and is now occupied by the Jacksonville Association of Fire Fighters. During the last
year of Chief Haney’s career, Fire Station # 9 opened in 1926 at 351 West 24™ Street, but has
been closed and declared surplus.

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F. It has distinguishing characteristics of an architectural style valuable for study ofa
period, method of construction, or use of indigenous materials.

The design of Fire Station # 3 embodies the basic evolution of fire house construction at the
turn of the twentieth century as firefighting itself evolved from its nineteenth century roots
among private volunteer companies to paid professionals that function as an arm of
municipal government. The early private companies usually started with simple storage
houses but many eventually building elaborate facilities that had more the appearance of a
clubhouse consistent with the social nature of these companies. With the establishment of
paid departments, the second story common on the existing fire houses were transformed
from an upstairs clubhouse to dormitories. Over time, the municipal fire stations evolved to
not only include the upstairs dormitories but also accommodations for stables, hose drying
ranks, and a machine shop on the first floor. Housing a hybrid of uses, fire houses began to
take on a more uniform and utilitarian appearance many times copying adjacent commercial
buildings or urban carriage houses.14 :

During the last quarter of the nineteenth century, many new gadgets were devised to speed up
the response time, as evident by the brass sliding pole first used by Chicago firemen in 1878.
By the turn of the twentieth century, the design of fire stations began to incorporate many of
the revival styles popular in residential construction such as the Colonial Revival and the
Spanish Eclectic. The use of these styles was particularly helpful in blending fire stations
constructed in residential surroundings. After World War II, new fire stations tended to be
larger to accommodate bigger equipment, as well as having all functions located on a single
floor in order to speed response while avoiding the use of dangerous sliding poles. The
design of Fire Station # 3 mimicked adjacent commercial and warehouse construction, as'
well as reflected the separation of uses within the same building that was characteristic of
early municipal fire houses. As originally designed and built in 1902, fire fighting apparatus,
the stables, hose drying room, and later a machine shop were located on the first floor of Fire
Station # 3 with living quarters on the second. Quick access from the second floor to the first
was available through the use of the traditional brass sliding pole still present in the building.

G. Its suitability for preservation or restoration.

In utilizing this criterion, it has been the practice of the Planning and Development
Department to evaluate proposed landmarks based on evidence of significant exterior
alterations that have negatively impacted character-defining features, as well as represent
alterations difficult, costly, or impossible to reverse. Further, the degree and nature of any
exterior deterioration, as well as the evidence of long term and potentially on-going neglect
are also a factor in evaluating potential landmarks for their suitability for preservation or
restoration. It is the opinion of the Planning and development Department that Fire Station
#3 is basically sound, and has little evidence of significant exterior alterations or severe

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deterioration.

Fire Station # 3 has been the beneficiary of several significant rehabilitations over the years.
By 1975, over $24,000 in city and state funds had been used to install a new roof, restore
original doors, and complete masonry repairs around the windows.15 These improvements
along with the establishment of the museum also reflected a significant amount of volunteer
service and donations, predominately from fire fighters. Because of its significance to
Jacksonville’s fire fighting history, the building was listed on the National Register of
Historic Places in June of 1973. With the anticipated construction of the new jail, the City of
Jacksonville in 1994 relocated the station to the Kids Kampus at Metropolitan Park. One of
the reasons for relocating the building was potential structural damage caused by the
construction of the new jail, along with the general lack of museum parking and the loss of
the surrounding historical context.16 Recognizing its architectural and historical
significance, the loss of historical context at the original site, as well as its proper placement
on the new site, the National Park Service continued to maintain the building on the National
Register even though relocated (Keeper of the National Register of Historic Places, October
9, 1992). After being relocated to its current site, a major grant in 1994 from the Florida
Division of Historical Resources help fund restoration of windows and masonry, structural
repairs, restoration of interior finishes, new roof, along with mechanical, electric, and
plumbing upgrades. In early May of 2001, the Catherine Street Fire Station # 3 re-opened in
commemoration of the centennial of the Great Fire of 1901.17

OESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (If known) PRYSICAL APPEARANCE

At 14 Catherine Street on the edge of Jacksonville's
once elegant downtown area, stands the No. 3 Fire Station
which was first occupied March 4, 1902. The station was
built to replace the one which stood on East Bay Street
near Railroad Avenue and was destroyed in the fire of
May 3, 1901. (See map of district burned).

_ The two story structure is entirely of brick, but
with a darker brick veneer on the front. This veneer
is one brick deep laid in common bond. All other brick
is laid in a pattern of five rows of stretchers alter-
nating with one row of he€aders. This gives a definite

~ pattern to the wall surface and in some cases is used to
indicate its solidity. The walls are solid and measure
approximately 12 inches in thickness. Window lintels are
of stone on the front and brick on the sides. A brick
chimney appears on the left side of the building very
near the front corner. It projects only about four' inches
from the wall surface and is very narrow. It was attached
through a flue on the interior to a pot-bellied stove.
The facade of the building is not balanced due to the off-
center placement of the double doors through which the
engine passed. These doors are approximately nine feet
high and arched at the top with nine square panes of
glass in each. To the left of these is a smaller door
used for normal entry and to the right is the entrance
to the hose drying racks. All doors and hardware are
original. All windows are double hung movable sash with
two  large panes above and below. Six bronze stars
decorate the facade of the building and in the center
of each star is a large bolt indicating that they are tie
beams to floor supports. Originally a large horseshoe
adorned the wall over the main door, but this has long
since disappeared. :

All interior flooring, which is pine, is original.
To the right of the entry is a call box which housed the
alarm bell and later the telephone. To the left is the
stall area where two horses were kept, with an enclosed
Staircase behind. This led to the second floor guarters
where the firemen slept. A seven foot wainscote adorns
the left wall of the engine room whereas the right side
is a wall of vertical panelling behind which the hose
drying racks were located. The whole building consists
of one large room over another, with the drying racks,
coal bin and other storage closets being the only

separate areas. '

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

The Clty of Jacksonville has had a hlstory of both de-
vastatlng fires and fire fighting. 1In the or1g1na1
charter of the Town of Jacksonville was a provision per-
taining to safequards agalnst fire and filing severe
penalties for carelessness in the use of fire. As early
as 1850 efforts were being made to fight fires in the
town. 1In 1868 a volunteer company was organized and in
1886 a paid department was established. At that time
only four stations existed, one of which was located at
East Bay Street between Washlngton and Catherine Streets.
This station was later moved to East Bay Street near
Railroad Avenue where it burned to the ground during
the great ‘fire of 1901. The present Catherine Street
Station was built to replace it and was occupled
March 4, 1902.

INSTRUCTIONS.

The station housed one engine and two horses
below and had quarters for the men above. Besides
the interior staircase there was the traditional brass
pole which the men used to .slide down to the engine
i room. The horses were used until 1921 and at that time
the stalls were taken out providing additional floor
space for newer and larger engines. In 1933 the station
was closed down as far as active use is concerned and
the building was converted to a repair shop for the
engines. It now serves as a storage building for the
fire department.

SEE

The building is in excellent repalr and serves
" as a proud reminder of Jacksonville's long history of
firefighting. The structures clean lines and highly
functional design offer a. good example of municipal
architecture at the turn of the century.

Enclosed is a request from Charles D. Clark, Director and Fir
Chief for the Fire and Rescue Department of the City of '
Jacksonville, Florida, to retain the National Register listing of
the Catherine Street Fire Station, Jacksonville, Duval County,
Florida, during and after its proposed relocation.

" The required documentation is complete, and was reviewed by the
Florida National Register Review Board at its scheduled meeting
on August 11, 1992, in accordance with 36 CFR 60.14(b)}. The
professional staff of the State Historic Preservation Office
concurs with the unanimous recommendation of the Review Board
that this request be approved.

The Catherine Street Fire Station was listed in the National
Register on June 13, 1972. The station was built in 1902 in the
aftermath of the Great Fire of 1901 which destroyed almost all of
downtown Jacksonville. It was manned by black firemen until 1905
and, therefore, was included in the Florida Black Heritage Trail
in 1992. Since 1973, the building has housed a valuable .
collection of historic fire fighting equipment, and has served as
the Jacksonville Fire Museum. In 1982, it was designated the
official museum of the Florida State Fire Fighters Association.

Over the past two decades the building’s setting has been
drastically altered. The Fire Station is now surrounded by a
Duval County jail facility and a municipal Police Memorial
Building, and is visually overwhelmed by massive nearby
construction. In addition, the county now plans to construct a
courthouse directly across the street from the Fire Station.

These surrounding developments have been detrimental to the
maintenance and use of the building, severely restricting its
.public accessibility and placing its long range preservation in
great jeopardy.

Metropolitan Park, two miles east of the station’s present site,
has been proposed as a new site for the building. A survey of
the new site shows no evidence of historic or archaeologlcal
significance. A copy of the survey is attached. The new site,
like the original, is located near the St. Johns River. It is
currently an open area adjacent to an existing municipal park.
Plans for the development of the site include the construction of
a road similar to the old Catherine Street and ample proviSLQn
for visitor parking in conjunction with the expansion of exlstlng
park facilities. 1In addition, the construction of a new Marine
Fire Station will allow supervision by the staff of the Marine
Fire Station which will ensure the security of the building and
museum collection.

The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department proposes to relocate
the building according to a plan proposed by Hygema House Movers,
Inc. of Jacksonville, Florida. A copy of their proposal is
enclosed.

The relocation of the Fire Station will not replicate the
historic setting of the building’s original location at the edge
of the area burned 'in the Great Fire. However, it will have no
effect on the integrity of design, materials, or workmanship of
the building, and is, in our opinion, essential to the
preservation of these major elements of its historic
51gn1flcance. Furthermore, its preservatlon adjacent to the new
Marine Fire Station will enhance its integrity of feeling and
-association as a significant reminder of Jacksonville’s fire
fighting heritage. Finally, the relocation will provide renewed
accessibility to the public, which is critical to the physical
preservation of the resource and to the meaningful interpretation
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of the significance for which it is listed in the National
Register of Historic Places.

On behalf of the City of Jacksonville, I am requesting a review by
your Division and the Florida National Register Review Board of our
plans to relocate the Catherine Street Fire Station presently

located at 12 Catherine Street in the downtown area. Specifically,

‘we are requesting a determination of continued eligibility for

listing on the National Register of Historic Places if moved to the

new location described in this letter.

Constructed in 1902, the Catherine Street Fire Station (#3) opened
just ten months after the "Great Fire of 1901" that destroyed most

' of downtown Jacksonville. It replaced an earlier fire station on
- Bay Street that was destroyed by the fire. The fire station was

manned by black firemen until 1905. In 1920, the Fire Department
shop facilities were housed in the rear of the station. The last
active firefighting company left the station in 1928; however, the
'shop continued in operation until 1952. ‘From 1952 until 1973, the
station was used only for ‘storage. The front facade of the two-
story brick building features large arched doors built originally
for accommodating horsedrawn fire wagons. Between the first and
second floors are six star-shaped tie rod ends.

In 1973, the plans for the new Police Memorial Building which was

to occupy the entire block, were modified to go around the
Catherine Street Fire Museum. By 1982, the station had been
repaired and re-opened as the Jacksonville Fire Museum under the
direction of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department. With
over 700 items on display, the Museum documented the history of
firefighting in Jacksonville, as well as the promotion of fire
prevention and safety. In November, 1982, the Museum was
recognized as the official State Fire Museum by the Florida State
Firemen's Association. Listed on the National Register in 1973,

the station is also being considered as part of Florida's Black

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Heritage Trail because of its association with early black
firefighters.

The Catherine Street Fire Station (#3) was constructed to serve the
eastern part of downtown Jacksonville which until recent years was
primarily industrial along the waterfront with a mixture of
commercial and residential uses to the north. With few exceptions,
the industrial and residential uses have decreased and have been
replaced by governmental complexes and nrivate offices.

Governmental expansion has particularly affected the structural
integrity and historic context of the Catherine Street Fire
Station. As an alternative to demolition, the station was
encircled by the new Police Memorial Building in 1973. In the late
1980's, Catherine Street was closed just north of the station for
the construction of a massive, six-story detention facility. The
- large vacant property across from the station is the proposed site
for a new courthouse. In addition to the loss of original context,
the construction of the jail has also affected the structural
integrity of the station which now requires stabilization of the
foundation at an estimated cost of $22,000. In addition, there is
evidence of deterioration of the mortar joints on the south, west
and north sides, as well as some recent water damage on the inside.

Thousands of students and adults have visited the Catherine Street
Fire Museum since it opened in 1982. However, visitation and
enjoyment of the Museum and the building have been limited by two
important factors: Tours have been limited to the first floor due
to structural deficiencies, and because of recent construction
around the station, as well as the closure of Catherine Street,
parking, particularly for buses, is difficult. Also, the visitor
.appeal of the general area around the station has been negatively
impacted by the police station and the detention center.

The Fire and Rescue Department and the City of Jacksonville have
remained committed to the preservation of this landmark building
and the valuable collection it contains. However, due to the loss
of the surrounding historic context and with limited opportunities
for visitor enhancement, the Fire and Rescue Department proposes to
relocate this building to City-owned property adjacent to
Metropolitan Park. This relocation will require placing the
building on a barge and moving ‘it due east one half mile to a
vacant parcel located just west of the park. The building will be
relocated to face east which is the present orientation of the
building. At the new location, the building will still remain in
its original service area. Catherine Street will be replicated in
front of the relocated building and provide access to the station
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-from the parking lot at Metropolitan Park. Once relocated, the
building will be rehabilitated following the Secretary of
Interior's standards.

Relocation to the new site will provide several advantages for the
Catherine Street Fire Museum. First, the station will be adjacent
to the new marine fire station also planned for that site.
Personnel from the marine fire station will ensure that the
Catherine Street Fire Museum will be epened on 2 regular basis.
Second, future plans also include the construction of a separate
collection storage and exhibit preparation area for the Museum.
Lack of space at the present location does not allow for this
needed improvement in the Museum operation. One of Jacksonville's
largest regional parks, Metropolitan Park, is the site of numerous
festivals and events drawing between 300,000 to 500,000 visitors
each year. The three-day long Jacksonville Jazz Festival alone

draws 100,000 wvisitors. During the week, hundreds of school
groups, organizations, and family reunions utilize the park for
picnics and field trips. By being accessible to park visitors,

thousands of Jacksonville citizens and out-of-town visitors will
have the opportunity to tour and enjoy the Catherine Street Fire
Museum. Ample parking for both cars and buses is available at

Metropolitan Park. The Jlower eastside of downtown is the
recreation and sports center of the city and in addition to
Metropolitan Park includes the Gator Bowl, the Veterans Memorial
Coliseum, Wolfson Park (baseball) and the Greater Jacksonville
Agricultural Fair. ' '

The reason that relocation is being considered for the station at
this time is the continued deterioration of the building and the
need for extensive rehabilitation. We believe it would be a more
prudent investment to rehabilitate the building at the proposed new
site which allows for enhancement of the Museum while providing
greater public access. Also, at its current location, the station
-will face continued pressures from possible expansion of the Police
Memorial Building, as well as additional structural damage from the
construction of the proposed new courthouse. Additionally, if the
courthouse is constructed, there will not be adequate space to move
the station out for relocation. Therefore, relocation may not
continue to be an option. The concluding paragraph in the
statement of significance for the National Register Nomination of
the Catherine Street Fire Station states "The building is in
excellent repair and serves as a proud reminder of Jacksonville's
long history of firefighting.  The structure's clean lines and
highly functional design offer a good example of municipal
architecture at the turn of the century." If properly relocated
and rehabilitated, we believe this statement will not be comprised ':;

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while at the same time greatly enhancing public use and
appreciation for this landmark building and significant museum
collection. Your kind consideration of our request is greatly
appreciated. .
