RESOLUTION 2011-215-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING MIKYLE IVY CROCKETT UPON THE OCCASION OF HER BEING CROWNED MISS FLORIDA TEEN USA 2011; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, on April 11, 2010, MiKyle Ivy Crockett was crowned Miss Jacksonville Teen USA 2011 and represented Jacksonville in the Miss Florida Teen USA 2011 Pageant on October 3, 2010; and


WHEREAS, Miss Crockett won the state title of Miss Florida Teen USA 2011 and will now represent the entire state of Florida in the Miss Teen USA Pageant 2011 to be held July 16, 2011, in the Bahamas; and


WHEREAS, Miss Crockett, the daughter of Joe and Ivy Archer of Jacksonville, is a Senior at Episcopal High School, where she is a Dean’s List Honor Roll student and has won numerous major science fair awards, traveling across the United States to participate in regional and national competitions; and


WHEREAS, MiKyle Crockett’s active and impressive community involvement includes being a spokesperson for Project SOS, participating significantly with FOVI, a mentoring program for girls that has as its motto “Leading Girls to Lead the Future,” and volunteering with the Red Cross; and


WHEREAS, after graduating high school with honors, it is Miss Crockett’s ambition to pursue a college education at Auburn University and eventually become a corporate attorney; and
