PURPOSE/SUMMARY: To authorize the City of Jacksonville to reallocate $58,453 to the Lutheran Social Services, Second Harvest of North Florida food bank, originally appropriated to Project SOS through Ordinance 2010-557-E, Schedule A-2.  The A-2 Schedule will need to be revised as a result of enacting this legislation.  No transfer of funds is required since this is a reallocation of funds within the same line item of the Budget.
Project SOS withdrew their funding request due to a change in their scope of service. There are 27 of the 57 FY 2011 Public Service Grant recipients that are a member organization of the Second Harvest North Florida food bank. The reallocated funds will be used to gather, distribute and transport donated and surplus food to only FY 2011 Public Service Grant recipients. It is estimated that more than 200,000 pounds of food will be distributed by September 30, 2011. The grant period is from date the of Ordinance Enactment  – September 30, 2011.
