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ORDINANCE 2011-231
An ordinance REALLOCATING FUNDING IN THE AMOUNT OF $58,453, ORIGINALLY ALLOCATED TO PROJECT SOS UNDER ORDINANCE 2010-557-E, TO LUTHERAN SOCIAL SERVICES, SECOND HARVEST NORTH FLORIDA FOOD BANK (THE “FOOD BANK”) IN ORDER TO ENABLE THE FOOD BANK TO GATHER, TRANSPORT AND DISTRIBUTE DONATED AND SURPLUS FOOD TO ORGANIZATIONS SERVING THE PRIORITY POPULATIONS OF HOMELESS AND LOW INCOME PERSONS AND FAMILIES; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2010-557-E BY ATTACHING A NEW SCHEDULE A-2; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE FIRST AMENDMENT TO 2010-2011 PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT AGREEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; REQUIRING A REPORT TO THE COUNCIL AUDITORS; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Reallocation.  Funding in the amount of $58,453 originally allocated to Project SOS under Ordinance 2010-557-E is hereby reallocated to Lutheran Social Services, Second Harvest North Florida Food Bank (the “Food Bank”). 

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funding to the Food Bank to be used to gather, transport and distribute donated and surplus food to organizations serving the priority populations of homeless and low income persons and families.
Section 3.

Amendment of Ordinance 2010-557-E.  Ordinance 2010-557-E is hereby amended to reallocate funds as set forth in Section 1 by attaching a new Schedule A-2. A copy of new Schedule A-2 is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4.

Approving and authorizing amendment.
  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute, for and on behalf of the City, the First Amendment to 2010-2011 Public Service Grant Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Lutheran Social Services, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Report required.
The Department of Recreation and Community Services is hereby required to file a report with the Council Auditors on the status of the funds appropriated in Section 1 by November 15, 2011.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO
2010-2011 PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT AGREEMENT

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO 2010-2011 PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT
AGREEMENT (“Amendment”) is entered into and effective the day of

, 2011, by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation and
political subdivision of the State of Florida, whose address is 117 West Duval Street, Suite 210,
Jacksonville, Florida 32202 (“City”) and LUTHERAN SOCIAL SERVICES OF
NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC., a Florida non-profit corporation, whose address is 1502
Jessie Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32206 (“Recipient”).

BACKGROUND FACTS

A. City and Recipient entered into that certain 2010-2011 Public Service Grant
Agreement effective October 1, 2010 (the “Agreement”); and

B. City and Recipient desire to amend the Agreement to increase the grant amount
by $58,453 to a total grant amount of $146,783 as set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in mutual consideration of the provisions contained herein, the
receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree to amend the
Agreement as follows:

1. Background Facts. The Background Facts as set forth above are agreed to be
true and correct and incorporated herein by this reference.

2. Capitalized Terms. Unless otherwise defined herein, all capitalized terms shall
have the meanings given to them in the Agreement.

3. Amendment to Recital. The appropriation amount referenced in the first recital
of the Agreement shall be amended to read $146,783.

4, Amendment to Section V.A of the Agreement. The first sentence of Section
V.A of the Agreement is amended to read as follows:

The City agrees to pay the Recipient the total amount of $146,783 for the
Program (the “City Funds”); provided however, unless the City determines that
this Program performs an essential function otherwise required to be performed
by the City, the above stated amount cannot account for more than twenty-four
per centum (24%) of the Recipient’s annual revenue averaged over the previous
three (3) years.

5. Amendment to Exhibit A of the Agreement. Exhibit A (“Scope of Services” or
“Services”) of the Agreement is hereby deleted and replaced in its entirety by the Exhibit A
attached hereto.

6. Authority. Recipient represents and warrants to City that Recipient has full right
and authority to execute and perform its obligations under the Agreement as amended by this
Amendment, and Recipient and the person(s) signing this Amendment on Recipient's behalf
represent and warrant to City that such person(s) are duly authorized to execute this Amendment on
Recipient's behalf without further consent or approval by anyone. Recipient shall deliver to City
promptly upon request all documents reasonably requested by City to evidence such authority.

7. Effectiveness; Ratification of the Agreement. The Effective Date shall be the
latter date that either City or Recipient executes this Amendment. The provisions of the
Agreement shall remain in full force and effect except as expressly provided in this Amendment.

8. Entire Agreement. This Amendment is the entire agreement of the parties
regarding the modifications to the Agreement provided herein, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings regarding such subject matter, and may be modified only by a
writing executed by the party against whom the modification is sought to be enforced, and shall
bind and benefit the parties and their respective successor, legal representatives and assigns.

9. Counterpart Execution. This Amendment may be executed in a number of
identical counterparts, each of which for all purposes is deemed an original, and all of which
constitute collectively one (1) agreement, but in making proof of this Amendment, it shall not be
necessary to produce or account for more than one such counterpart.

10.  City Council Approval. This Amendment is expressly conditioned upon the
approval of the City Council of Jacksonville, Florida.
