The following general site design standards apply to all development within the boundary of the Riverside/Avondale Zoning Overlay.

(2)   Open Outside Storage.  There shall be no open outside storage in any character area except the industrial area.

(6)   Mechanical equipment at ground level shall be placed on the parking lot side of the building away from view from adjacent Street frontage and shall be screened from view of any street by fencing, vegetations, or by being incorporated into a building. Loading docks, truck parking, outdoor outside storage, utility meters, HVAC equipment, trash dumpsters, trash compaction, and other service functions should be incorporated into the overall design of the building by walls of a material compatible with the material, style, color, texture, pattern, trim, and details of the main building and landscaping. The wall shall be one foot higher than the largest object being screened, but not more than ten feet high, on all sides where access is not needed.

Sec. 656.415.  Fencing or screening and height limitations of certain uses along public streets or rights-of-way.
(1) That portion of property adjacent to the public street or right-of-way and occupied or used for the uses listed in this Section, whether existing or created after the effective date of this Chapter, shall be screened from the public street or right-of-way by a fence (not chain-link), wall, berm or evergreen hedge not less than six eight feet in height which creates a visual barrier, not less than 95 percent opaque. The screening shall also include planting of evergreen shade trees between the fence, wall or evergreen hedge and the public street or right-of-way, a minimum 3 inch caliper, spaced no greater than 25 foot on center. This visual barrier shall have no openings except for entrances and exit facilities and these facilities shall be equipped with gates which maintain the equivalent visual barrier as the fence, wall or evergreen hedge. This provision shall apply to land or premises used for the following:

(a)   Junkyards and automobile wrecking or storage yards.

(b)   Scrap processing yards.

(c)   Loading or unloading zones.
(d)
 Automobile storage yard.
(e)
 Outside storage or outside storage yards.  


(2) A fence, wall, berm or hedge will not be required for an automobile storage yard or outside storage or outside storage yard if an undisturbed natural buffer, consisting of evergreen shade trees a minimum of 15 feet tall, spaced a maximum of 15 feet apart and at least 20_feet wide, or if such undisturbed natural buffer is supplemented to meet such requirements, is provided between the automobile storage yard or outside storage or outside storage yard and the portion of property adjacent to the public street or right-of-way.

(3)
No fence or screening shall be required for an outside storage or outside storage yard if the outside storage or outside storage yard is located behind the building and is not visible from a public street or right-of-way.     
(4) Stacking of containers in an outside storage yard in the Industrial Light (IL) District shall be limited to 27 feet in height and in the Industrial Heavy (IH) District stacking of containers shall be limited to 45 feet in height. 


(5) Containers in an outside storage yard shall be setback an initial 10 feet from any property line, and then an additional one foot for each two feet of container height or fraction thereof.
