Section 1.

Appointment.  The Council hereby appoints Raymond S. Pringle, Jr., a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Waterways Commission, replacing Richard E. Hartley as a general public representative, in accordance with Chapter 95, Ordinance Code, for a partial term ending December 31, 2011, followed by a first full three-year term ending December 31, 2014.
