BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Such education and outreach activities, studies, surveys, tests and investigations may be conducted by the Department or by entities approved by the Board or by independent contractors and consultants retained for such purposes. Any Such studies, surveys, tests and investigations shall be special projects of a unique, onetime nature, and shall not be continuing, or ongoing duties, or programs of the Department. Prior to authorizing the use of such funds, pursuant to Section 360.604(c), the Board shall specify the extent of the study, the anticipated use of the results of the study, and if possible, a listing of who may perform such activities as listed herein that study. After this information is developed, when appropriate, the Board shall provide public notice and an opportunity for hearing and consideration of public comments on the request(s) for and the use of such funds for the proposed activities as listed herein proposed study. In no event may such funds be obligated that will reduce funds available for removal and remedial actions, as provided for in Section 360.602(e) below $100,000.
