ORDINANCE 2011-275
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE SANCTUARY OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, INC. D/B/A THE SANCTUARY ON 8TH STREET (THE SANCTUARY), AND THE REQUIREMENTS OF CHAPTER 118 (CITY GRANTS), ORDINANCE CODE; FORGIVING THE SANCTUARY FOR ANY DEFICIENCIES IN MAKING ITS ANNUAL REPORT REQUIRED BY SECTION 118.202(A), FOR FISCAL YEAR 2003-2004 CITY GRANT NO. 7500-13; DIRECTING THE REMOVAL OF THE SANCTUARY FROM THE COUNCIL AUDITOR’S NON-COMPLIANCE LIST; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, The Sanctuary of Northeast Florida, Inc. d/b/a The Sanctuary on 8th Street (“The Sanctuary”) is a not-for-profit agency that has provided community services to the poor, homeless, and hungry in the City of Jacksonville, and has, in the past, received miscellaneous appropriations and public service grants that affected the services to the Jacksonville community; and

WHEREAS, The Sanctuary has historically provided the described public services effectively, with honesty, integrity, and without complaint; and
WHEREAS, The Sanctuary received public service grant Contract No. 7500-13 in the 2003-2004 fiscal year, for the purposes of feeding the homeless; and
WHEREAS, Section 118.202(a), Ordinance Code, required The Sanctuary to provide an annual financial report of grant receipts and expenditures to the City, but the report was never provided to the Council Auditor’s Office by either the recipient or the city grant administrator; and 

WHEREAS, as a result of the Council Auditor’s Office not receiving the annual report, The Sanctuary was placed on a “non-compliance” list which precluded The Sanctuary from receiving further City appropriations; and 

WHEREAS, The Sanctuary changed its mission to focus on children’s issues and did not realize that it was on a non-compliance list; and in 2011 has been precluded from receiving City grants; and

WHEREAS, though The Sanctuary has since provided all of the information necessary to satisfy the reporting requirements of Section 118.202(a), Ordinance Code, the passage of time has resulted in The Sanctuary’s annual report being unverifiable by the city grant administrators, and therefore legislation is required to remove The Sanctuary from the Council Auditor’s non-compliance list; and 
WHEREAS, the Council finds that removal of The Sanctuary from the non-compliance list is in the public interest; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Removal from Non-Compliance List.
The City of Jacksonville hereby forgives The Sanctuary of Northeast Florida, Inc. d/b/a The Sanctuary on 8th Street (“The Sanctuary”) for any reporting deficiencies that may have occurred with regard to Fiscal Year 2003-2004 city grant, Contract No. 7500-13, and directs the Council Auditor to remove The Sanctuary from the non-compliance list.

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage is requested. The nature of the emergency is that The Sanctuary is pursuing various Jacksonville Children’s Commission grants with the City which cannot be considered until The Sanctuary is removed from the non-compliance list. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
