Logan Maxwell Rink was born in Jacksonville Florida in 1979 to Connie Rink and late Jacksonville
Architect James Rink Jr. He grew up in San Marco in Jacksonville and while attending Landon Middle
School performed with the Landon Jazz Band. While at Landon, Logan performed in the Jacksonville Jazz
Festival and traveled to Europe twice to perform in the North Seas Jazz Festival in Holland; Euro Disney
near Paris; Montreux Jazz Festival in Montreux, Switzerland; and Jazz sous les Pommes in Coutance
France. He attended Douglas Anderson School of the Arts where he studied instrumental music,
creative writing and photography.

After graduating in 1998 Logan began his Architectural career at Rink Design Partnership; during his ten
year employment with Rink Design he focused on design, detailing, and marketing graphics for many
prominent and award-winning projects including the Southeast Toyota Vehicle Processing Facility, the
Lofts San Marco, Waverly Condominiums, University of North Florida Library Addition and Renovations,
and most recently the University of North Florida Student Union.
