WHEREAS, in 1999 Wanda and Harold Young purchased the business from Mr. Carlson and continued to expand its capabilities and produce lines to better serve the Jacksonville community, recently  moving the shop to a larger facility in the Merrill Station Shopping Center which will celebrate its grand opening on April 28, 2011; and 


WHEREAS, in 2006 Ira’s Trophies was instrumental in starting a local and state umbrella organization for awards retailers which has grown into Southeast Award Professionals, a professional organization that connects retailers and suppliers to educate and advocate for the interests of the awards industry; and


WHEREAS, with changing times, the trophy shop has continued to expand its product lines and has successfully entered into the world of on-line commerce through its Internet operations; and

WHEREAS, the City wishes to congratulate one of its successful small businesses for a long history of innovation and service to the community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
