ORDINANCE 2011-302-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING HONORARY STREET NAMING DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKER; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF EDGEWOOD AVENUE WEST AND REED STREET FOR REVEREND DR. LANDON L. WILLIAMS SR.; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF ONE HONORARY ROADWAY MARKER AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF EDGEWOOD AVENUE WEST AND REED STREET IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, ORDINANCE CODE (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS AFTER WHOM HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams Sr. has served as Pastor of the Greater Macedonia Baptist Church for the past 35 years; and

WHEREAS, during his tenure, the church relocated from its original site on the eastside of Jacksonville and grew tremendously; and 
WHEREAS, Reverend Williams was instrumental in the development of the Agape Health Center, and Rosalind Villas which has 122 units; and
WHEREAS, a private donor will provide funding to cover the costs of the roadway marker approved herein; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams Sr. are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of appropriate honorary roadway marker on the southwest corner of Edgewood Avenue West and Reed Street in Council District 8; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and


WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, allows for honorary designations for persons who have been deceased for a minimum five (5) years; but given the nature of Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams Sr.’s accomplishments, the Council hereby has determined to waive any limitation on the naming of an honorary designation after a person who is still alive, and also to waive any other ordinance or rule inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; now therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Honorary Road Designation. The City Council hereby designates the southwest corner of Edgewood Avenue West and Reed Street to honor Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams Sr. pursuant to §745.105(h)(1), Ordinance Code.  The Council further authorizes the southwest corner of Edgewood Avenue West and Reed Street to have an honorary street marker designated for Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams Sr. 

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Marker for Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams Sr. to be installed.  One honorary roadway memorial marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams Sr., shall be placed on southwest corner of Edgewood Avenue West and Reed Street. The honorary road marker will be located on the property owned by the Greater Macedonia Baptist Church. All funds ($200) received from the private donation made payable to the Duval County Tax Collector shall be deposited into account number PWGM011TE-05216.

Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, and any other ordinance or rule which conflicts with the purposes set forth herein, are hereby waived to allow for the honorary street designation and honorary marker as set forth in Section 1. The reason for the waiver is that Reverend Dr. Landon L. Williams, Sr. is still living.

Section 4.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
