(3) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

FINAL ORDER DENYING APPEAL
911 EMERGENCY ADDRESSING ADVISORY COMMITTEE
RE-ASSIGNMENT OF OUT-OF-SEQUENCE ADDRESS

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee reviewed the Notice of Appeal
regarding the appeal of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee decision to re-
assign an out-of-sequence street address of 4211 Southpoint Parkway to a new street address of
7043 Southpoint Parkway, Suite 2. The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee
considered testimony and reviewed documentary evidence presented at the Transportation,
Energy and Utilities Committee meetings and public hearings held on October 17, October 31
and December 5, 2011.

Upon review of the entire record, the Council finds substantial, competent evidence in the
record to conclude that the appeal of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee
decision to re-assign an out-of-sequence street address of 4211 Southpoint Parkway to a new
street address of 7043 Southpoint Parkway, Suite 2 is denied.
