ORDINANCE 2011-318-W
AN ORDINANCE RATIFYING AND VALIDATING FUNDING ALLOCATIONS MADE BY THE CULTURAL COUNCIL OF GREATER JACKSONVILLE, INC. (“CULTURAL COUNCIL”) AT THE DIRECTION OF THE CITY ADMINISTRATION TO THE ST. JOHNS RIVER CITY BAND (“RIVER CITY BAND”) FOR PROFESSIONAL BAND SERVICES DURING FISCAL YEARS 1995 THROUGH 2009 NOTWITHSTANDING PAST FUNDING VIOLATIONS OF CHAPTER 118 (PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT APPROPRIATIONS), PART 6 (CULTURAL SERVICE GRANT PROGRAM), SECTIONS 118.604 (ALLOCATION BY CULTURAL COUNCIL; GENERALLY), 118.607 (ELIGIBILITY BY CULTURAL SERVICE GRANT), AND 118.610 (CITY CONTRACT, REVIEW AND OVERSIGHT), ORDINANCE CODE; DIRECTING THE REMOVAL OF RIVER CITY BAND FROM THE COUNCIL AUDITOR’S NON-COMPLIANCE LIST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Part 6 of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, sets forth the process through which the Cultural Council is to allocate funds to applicant organizations of the Cultural Services Grants Program; and 
WHEREAS, River City Band served as the official band for the City of Jacksonville during fiscal years 1995 through 2009; and 
WHEREAS, River City Band was partially funded over those years for said services with a direct appropriation by the Cultural Council at the direction of the City administration and in violation of the funding procedures set forth in Part 6 of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code; and
WHEREAS, River City Band has been placed on the non-compliance list for violating Sections 118.604, 118.607 and 118.610 of Chapter 118, Part 6, Ordinance Code, which code sections require that funding be allocated by contract between the recipient organizations and the Cultural Council, that recipient organizations meet certain eligibility requirements prior to receiving funding from the Cultural Council, and that the recipient organizations submit an annual financial report to the Cultural Council; and
WHEREAS, the City has requested that the City Council ratify and authorize the funding allocations made by the Cultural Council at the direction of the City administration to River City Band for professional band services during the fiscal years of 1995 through 2009; and 
WHEREAS, the Council finds that removal of River City Band from the non-compliance list is in the public interest; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Incorporation of above recitals.  The above recitals are true and correct and incorporated herein by reference.

Section 2.

Past funding allocations ratified and validated.

Funding allocations made by the Cultural Council at the direction of the City administration to River City Band for professional band services during fiscal years 1995 through 2009 in violation of the funding provisions set forth in Chapter 118, Part 6, Sections 118.604, 118.607 and 118.610, Ordinance Code, are hereby ratified and deemed valid.

Section 3.

Removal from Non-Compliance List.
The City of Jacksonville hereby forgives River City Band for past violations of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, requirements and directs the Council Auditor to remove River City Band from the non-compliance list.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
