PURPOSE/SUMMARY:  To authorize the City of Jacksonville to appropriate $344,773  from the Department of Labor (DOL) to the Recreation & Community Services Department to add the 2nd increment of funding for the YouthBuild Program.  The program will provide an opportunity for disadvantaged youthful offenders aged 16 – 24 to earn a GED, receive life skills management training,  learn new skills job placement and career development while increasing the supply of affordable housing in Duval County.  The grant period is 7/1/09 – 6/30/12.

IMPACT - FINANCIAL/OTHER:  Failure to appropriate these funds will terminate a successful program that is evidence based with national recognition that has been operating in Jacksonville since 1995 providing valuable assistance to Jacksonville’s hardest to serve youth. The male participants (aged 16-24) in the program have gained industry recognized certifications, high school diplomas, personal enrichment skills and provided citizens residing in low income neighborhoods of Jacksonville with affordable housing.  They also have the opportunity to take control of their lives in a meaningful way beyond incarceration.  To date, the DOL YouthBuild program has had only one participant out of 69 that recidivated. The resulting economic impact to Jacksonville is $1,492,396. In addition, Youthbuild has formed strong partnerships with Habijax, Disabled Services Office and similar organizations.
