J. SPATES ON BEHALF OF HELP CENTER, INC. (SELLER), FOR $196,300 FOR THE PURPOSE OF ACQUIRING ADDITIONAL RIGHT-OF-WAY IN ORDER TO CONSTRUCT DRAINAGE AND RIGHT-OF-WAY IMPROVEMENTS AROUND SHANDS HOSPITAL BETWEEN JEFFERSON STREET AND BOULEVARD STREET AS PART OF THE 11TH & 12TH STREET R/W DRAINAGE PROJECT; PROVIDING CONDITIONS AND CONTINGENCIES; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY DOCUMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, The City has determined, in accordance with section 122.402, Ordinance Code, that it is appropriate to acquire additional right-of-way in order to construct drainage and right-of-way improvements around Shands Hospital between Jefferson Street and Boulevard Street as part of the 11th & 12th Street R/W Drainage Project; and 


WHEREAS, the City presently holds a mortgage on the subject property for which no payments have been made by the Seller since September of 2003, and the City’s mortgage interests should be protected; now therefore
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Acquisition Approved; Contingency; Supplemental Documents.  
Approval. The acquisition of that certain portion of a parcel of property identified as Parcel 111, RE # 052861-0000, between Jefferson Street and Boulevard Street in Council District 7, in accordance with the terms of the City of Jacksonville Real Estate Division Option to Purchase executed by L. J. Spates on behalf of Help Center, Inc. (Seller), attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby approved.  The purpose of this ordinance is to acquire additional right-of-way in order to construct drainage and right-of-way improvements around Shands Hospital between Jefferson Street and Boulevard Street as part of the 11th & 12th Street R/W Drainage Project.  The purchase price is set at $196,300.  
Contingency.  In addition to all other terms and conditions of the Option to Purchase, this approval and authorization is conditioned and contingent upon the final closing documents requiring that all purchase price funds be first utilized to repay all mortgage related indebtedness to the City, and only after said indebtedness is paid in full may any purchase price funds be directed to the Seller. 
Supplemental Documents.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all such documents necessary to the acquisition of the property.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

OPTION TO PURCHASE

The undersigned, HELP _CENTER, INC., (Seller), owner(s) of the property described in
Exhibit A attached, situated in Duval County, Florida, in consideration of the payment by the
City of Jacksonville of the sum of One Dollar, receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, do
hereby give and grant to the City of Jacksonville an option for the period of 180 days from date
hereof, to purchase the said property for the sum of $196.300.00 on the terms and conditions set
forth in this Option, to wit:

I This Option to Purchase is subject to:
o An appraisal supporting the purchase amount;
e An acceptable environmental report; and
City Council approval;
Seller will be notified, in writing, of the City’s intent to exercise this Option.

2. The City shall obtain a commitment for a fee owner's title insurance policy on the
Property. If said title insurance commitment does not reflect good, marketable and
insurable title acceptable to the City, then the City shall so notify Seller and Seller
shall have thirty (30) days within which to cure any title defect(s). (The 30 days
does not start until City exercises its Option and agrees to close subject Lo
satisfaction of Survey and Title objections). If Seller is unable to cure any such
defect(s), then the City shall have the option to cancel this Agreement or Close the
purchase of the Property (with no reduction in purchase price) subject to said title
defect(s).

3. Seller shall furnish at Closing, a Seller’s affidavit, in a form acceptable to the title
insurer, sufficient to remove the standard printed exceptions to title in the policy
regarding unrecorded matters, parties in possession and mechanic's liens.

4, The City, at its option, may obtain a survey. If said survey reveals any
encroachments or other matters affecting the Property which are not acceptable to
‘City, then the City shall so notify Seller and Seller shall have thirty (30) days wilhin
which to cure said encroachments or other matters. If Seller is unable to cure said
encroachments or other matters, which are not acceptable to City, then the City shall
have the option to cancel this agreement.

S. The Closing shall take place within sixty (60) days of the effective date of approval
of this Option to Purchase by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville. Real
Estate Division will process the Option to Purchase to the City Council within
three days of execution of Option by Seller.

6. At Closing, Seller shall deliver to the City a good and sufficient Warranty Deed
conveying fee simple marketable title in and to the Property, FREE AND CLEAR
OF ALL LIENS AND ENCUMBRANCES, Except those acceptable to city
after title review.

7. Selier agrees that at any time from the date of this Agreement until Closing, the City
may do such investigation, sampling, analysis, and testing as is necessary to
determine the condition of the Property and its soils. To perform the tests,
inspections, investigation, and analysis, the City may remove, disturb, or bore
through, as much of the surface as the City believes is necessary to perform its tests.
The City agrees to repair or replace any of the Property that is disturbed by the City.
If any hazardous waste, underground storage tanks, petroleum productls or
derivatives or other noxious substances shall be found or discovered on the Property
for which the City would be required to spend funds for remedial costs, then the City
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may cancel this option. City agrees to indemnify Seller and hold it harmless
against all liabilities and expense due to City’s activities.

8. City shall pay the cost of Title Insurance, Survey, Appraisal, Environmental reviews
and Recording Fees.

9. City will exempt the cost of the Documentary Stamp Tax. Seller shall pay liens
or costs incurred by Seller.

10. Seller agrees to pay and discharge all due and delinquent ad valerem taxes. Ad
valorem taxes for the cunent year will be pro-rated as of the day of closing.

1L Possession of the Property is to be delivered to the City at Closing.

12. This Option to Purchase will not be recorded in.any Public Records.
