TRANSPORTATION, ENERGY AND UTILITIES AMENDMENT

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2011-349:
(1) On page 2, line 12, strike “Exhibit 1” and insert “Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Amd Sthlnd Waste, June 20, 2011 – TEU””; the purpose of this amendment is to provide for (1) next day bulk waste pickup, (2) an SWS termination privilege with twelve (12) month notice to the City versus the existing six (6) month notice, (3) the right for residential customers to purchase additional garbage carts, (4) meetings with CPAC and other civic and community organizations, homeowner’s associations and other groups to provide educational and other information prior to implementation of the conversion to automation, (5) as a part of the phased implementation, Contractor’s distribution of informational brochures, annual recycling collection schedule, refrigerator magnet with contact and other information to each resident along with delivery of the carts; and (6) Contractor’s commitment up to $250,000 for public education and information, to insure a smooth transition to automated collection.
(2) Remove Exhibit 1 and replace with the Revised Exhibit 1 attached hereto; and 

(3) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
