SPONSOR    (Department/Division/Agency/Council Member): Public Works/Solid Waste Divison
PURPOSE/SUMMARY: Request approval of Legislation to Extend the Southland Contract for Residential Waste and Recycling Collection for five years from 9/30/2016 to 9/30/2021, attach an Amended and Restated Agreement for Residential Waste and Recycling Collection and Transportation Services (provides for Automated Waste and Recycling Collection) and extends the contract for the Processing and Sale of Recycling Materials (Contract #9167-01 awarded pursuant to Bid SC-0496-10) for six (6) years from 9/30/2015 to 9/30/2021 in order to allow Southland to recover the cost to Automate Garbage and Recycling collection and to maximize the City’s revenue from the Sale of Recycling Materials.  This legislation would waive the conflicting provisions of Section 382.308 (Procurement of Waste Services) and waive Ordinance Code Chapter 126 in order to extend the contract for the Processing and Sale of Recycling Materials for six (6) years.

IMPACT - FINANCIAL/OTHER:  The Solid Waste Division Chief feels that this proposal results in a cleaner and neater City with the uniform use of the carts and it has the potential to save the City of Jacksonville money in the next Rate Review due to lower contractor labor costs and lower contractor worker compensation cost which will be reflected to the Rate charged to the City of Jacksonville.  The proposal should result in much higher recycling volumes which will help the City of Jacksonville reach the State mandated recycling levels, result in much higher sales income to the City of Jacksonville, reduce landfill cost and extend the life of the landfill.  The Compressed Natural Gas feature is of great environmental benefit and has the potential to reduce the City cost of fuel.  The extensions to the contracts are justified based on Southland’s investment in automated services and their need to recover the Southland investment over the lives of the assets they are purchasing on behalf of the City.
