An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; REALLOCATING $39,852.55 IN FEDERAL GRANT FUNDING IN ORDER TO COVER PAYROLL EXPENDITURES COINCIDENT TO THE EXTENSION TO DECEMBER 31, 2011, OF THE CONTRACT BETWEEN THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 11-097; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2011-2012; authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THAT CERTAIN CONTRACT AMENDMENT BETWEEN THE DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, And take SUCH action AS IS NECESSARY to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2011-2012.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reallocate federal grant funding in order to cover payroll expenditures coincident to the extension to December 31, 2011, of the contract between the Florida Department of Corrections and the City of Jacksonville (the “Contract”). The Contract provides case management and reentry program services to inmates released from Baker and Lowell Correctional Institutions and returning to Duval County, Florida.

Section 4.

Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, that certain Contract Amendment between the Department of Corrections and the City of Jacksonville (“Amendment No. 1”), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.

Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that Amendment No. 1 must be executed by June 23, 2011, in order to avoid a lapse in funding.
