AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND INSTALLATION OF A ROADWAY MARKERS ON SOUTEL DRIVE FROM US1 TO SIBBALD ROAD, ALONG THE SOUTHEAST SIDE OF SOUTEL DRIVE IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8; HONORING AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF RONALD C. ELPS; PROVIDING FOR CONFORMANCE WITH PART I (GENERAL PROVISIONS) OF CHAPTER 745, (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS AFTER WHOM HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ronald C. Elps founded The Old Timers in 1992, an organization designed to honor historical black figures that made an impact in the lives of African-American’s by some means; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Elps arranged and self funded these events each year in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the most notable and largest of the events Mr. Elps organized was in honor of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.; and

WHEREAS, each year there are thousands of people that participate in the ongoing annual Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Celebration Day which includes a youth basketball tournament and all children are provided with a free meal; and 

WHEREAS, along with his other endeavors, Mr. Elps, through his organization, promoted a stay in school drive for the students of Duval County; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Elps was also recognized with several awards including the Sickle Cell Disease Association of American Award, the J.P. Small Foundation, Inc. Humanitarian Award and an award that acknowledged the extraordinary deeds, dedication and community service to the State of Florida presented by State Representative Terry Fields; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Portion of Soutel Drive to receive an honorary street designation and the appropriate honorary marker.  An honorary roadway marker, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Ronald C. Elps, shall be placed on Soutel Drive in Council District 8.  The honorary road will run along on Soutel Drive from US1 to Sibbald Road, along the southeast side of Soutel Drive, as more fully described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto.   The honorary road marker will be paid for by private funds.

Section 2.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the naming of honorary designations after persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow for the honorary street designation and marker as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  The reason for the waiver is that Ronald C. Elps has not been deceased for more than five years.  


Section 3.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 4.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
