Section 2.      Purpose.   The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide $449,470 for the design and engineering for the expansion of utility, sewer and drainage expansion on US1 from I-295 to Garnette Street and in the Lonnie Miller Park Area located at 7689 Price Lane, Jacksonville, Florida, in Council District 10, as more fully described in Exhibit 1 and Exhibit 2 attached hereto, respectively.  A copy of the Scope of Work is attached hereto as Exhibit 3. 
Section 3. 
Carryover. The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year, but shall carry over into Fiscal Year 2011-2012.
Section 4. 
CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2010-558-E, being the 2011-2015 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended for the projects entitled “New Kings Road (US-1) – I-295 to Garnette Street”.  These projects are more fully described on Exhibit 4, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2010-558-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2010-558-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.      Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Soutel Place District

The Soutel Place District once served as a more vibrant commercial area for the surrounding
neighborhoods. It is the only district along the cortidor that has potential to become a more
pedestrian-oriented shopping street providing a mix of shops, entertainment, civic and recreational
uses, and housing. The development of “placemaking’ projects should be pursued to serve as

catalyst for other investments. (Refer to Map 7. — “Soutel Place District Map”)

Scope of Work

As stated in the redevelopment plan: create a utility infrastructure to support the
level of development as proposed for the area. It includes working with JEA and
the City Public Works department to develop basic guidelines for the repair and
replacement of different utility systems. Propose phasing and location for project
installation sanitary system, sanitary pump station and face main. Develop a
stormwater management plan to include a review of existing drainage and needed
improvements, flow attenuation and water quality treatment of stormwater.

The area slated for the first project is US 1 and Lonnie Miller Park area as
illustrated in the redevelopment plan. Preliminary costs have been estimated to
range between $2-83 million. Given these preliminary costs 15% or $450,000 should
be set aside for engineering fees.
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
