PURPOSE: This action is requested in order to enable the Environmental Protection Board (EPB) to provide matching funds to 1
the Tree Hill Nature Center. This funding will be utilized to install a new Open Loop Geothermat Heating and Cooling System usii
the Intemmediate Aquifer System (IAS) as the water source. This will demonstrate that the IAS can be used in lieu of tapping the
Floridan Aquifer from which Jacksonville obtains its drinking water, as well as demonstrate energy conservation and usage
assessment, and provide a showcase for new energy efficient technologies.
