SPONSOR    (Department/Division/Agency/Council Member): Jacksonville Economic Development Commission
PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 

JTA is planning the construction and operation of a multimodal transportation center known as the Regional Transportation Center (RTC) on property owned by JTA and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), in conjunction with FDOT and other governmental units.  The RTC will link several existing and planned modes of public transit, including JTA fixed route and trolley services, existing Skyway, Bus Rapid Transit services, and an intercity bus terminal including Greyhound service in Jacksonville.  Benefits of the RTC include convenient passenger access among all modes, mode interaction allowing increased use of each particular mode, improved transit and transportation management for intra- and intercity travel.  Additional modes of transit which are planned for future phases of the RTC include relocation of the Amtrak Jacksonville terminal, commuter rail and the southeastern terminus of the national high-speed rail network.  Community benefits of the RTC also include the opportunities for increased density of transit-oriented development (TOD), including mixed use.  The Jacksonville Transportation Authority has agreed that the donation of land to facilitate the development of the RTC is a suitable contribution in lieu of the previously planned $5 million cash contribution from the City of Jacksonville. JTA will leverage the value of the donated land to accelerate the construction of the intercity bus terminal so it is completed within 2 years of the effective date of this ordinance.
