RESOLUTION 2011-362-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE MALIVAI WASHINGTON KIDS FOUNDATION ON 15 YEARS OF SERVICE TO THE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the mission of the MaliVai Washington Kids Foundation (MWKF) is to be champions in the classroom, on tennis courts and throughout communities; and


WHEREAS, the foundation promotes academic achievement and positive life skills in Jacksonville’s youth by engaging them in the game of tennis as a mechanism for fostering leadership, sportsmanship, self-esteem, confidence, discipline, accountability, and the value of hard work, teamwork and individual effort; and


WHEREAS, the MWKF offers competitive tennis programs, a summer camp and community partnerships and programs through the MaliVai Washington Youth Center at Emmett Reed Park, a $3 million facility complete with 8 tennis courts, 3 mini courts, a library, classrooms, teen room, multi-media center fitness room, kitchen and administrative offices; and 


WHEREAS, the foundation also conducts many annual community service events, including a spring Kids 4 Kids Carnival, a Thanksgiving food basket drive, a Holiday Angels gift-giving program, a community-wide Servathon community service project, and a scholarship awards program; and


WHEREAS, the MaliVai Washington Kids Foundation has served thousands of Jacksonville’s youth over the past 15 years with athletic and academic programs, and has organized those youth in giving back to their community through many and varied service projects; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the MaliVai Washington Kids Foundation on 15 years of outstanding service to Jacksonville’s youth and to the community at large, and extends its very best wishes to the foundation for many years of future success.
