JOHNS TOWN CENTER AREA), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 11-095; AMENDING THE 2011-2015 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2010-558-E TO INCREASE THE BUDGETs FOR THE PROJECTs ENTITLED “NEW FS #61,” “NEW FS #62” AND “NEW FS #63”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to secure land at new Fire Station #62 (Bartram Park area), and to place mobile (temporary) quarters at new Fire Station #61 (Oakleaf Plantation area), new Fire Station #62, and new Fire Station #63 (St. Johns Town Center area). Adding service in these locations will reduce response times in these high growth areas of town and provide adequate protection to the citizens of Jacksonville.
Section 3. 
CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2010-558-E, being the 2011-2015 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase the budgets for the projects entitled “New FS #61,” “New FS #62,” and “New FS #63.”  These projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2010-558-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2010-558-E shall continue in full force and effect.
