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ORDINANCE 2011-389
AN ORDINANCE CONFIRMING THE REAPPOINTMENT OF MARCELLA A. LOWE AS A MEMBER OF THE TAXATION, REVENUE AND UTILIZATION OF EXPENDITURES (TRUE) COMMISSION, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 57, ORDINANCE CODE, FOR A FOURTH TERM ENDING JUNE 30, 2014; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 50.104, ORDINANCE CODE, RELATING TO THE LIMITATION OF CONSECUTIVE TERMS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
    Confirmation.
The Council hereby confirms the Greater Arlington/Beaches Citizen’s Planning Advisory Committee’s (“CPAC”) reappointment of Marcella A. Lowe, a Duval County resident, to the Taxation, Revenue and Utilization of Expenditures (TRUE) Commission, in accordance with Chapter 57, Ordinance Code, for a fourth three-year term expiring June 30, 2014.


Section 2.
     Waiving Term Limits.

Section 50.104, Ordinance Code, regarding the limitation of serving for more than two consecutive full terms on a board or commission, is hereby waived to allow Marcella A. Lowe to serve for the term defined herein.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature of the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Call to Order
Roger Sharp called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m., the meeting started with the

Pledge of Allegiance and a moment of silence. It was established that a quorum was
present.

Chairs Report
No report

Approval of the Minutes
Motion to approve the April 2011 meeting summary was made. The motion was
properly seconded and approved by the group.

Speakers

Craig Morris, District Interpretive Ranger, U.S. National Park Service, extended a very
early invitation to the 450" Anniversary of the French Exploration of northeast Florida.
The anniversary will celebrate Jean Ribault sailing to North America from France in
February 1562. Ribault arrived at the St. Johns River on May 15 and subsequently
named our river the river of May. The year 2012 marks the 450" anniversary of this
historic event.

Mr. Morris recounted the historic events thatioccurred in the mid-1500s which brought us
fo France’'s first attempt at a permanent claim in North America, La Caroline, @
sefflement near the mouth of the St. Johns River in Florida. The settlement was @
commercial venture at first, but religious conflict in France enlarged its goals.  Growing
persecution of French Protestants (Huguenots) fueled the efforts. In 1564 a permanent
setflement was aftempted. Helped by the Timucuan Indians, the colonist began
building a village and a fort on the rivers south bank. In 1565 Ribault arrived with 600
soldiers and settlers and supplies, but their colony would not last.  Spain would
challenge the French for claim to Florida and Spain would win.

Fort Caroline National Park is also sponsoring another history project. The park is
reaching out fo the community to share their stories and memories about Fort Caroline
and/or the Theodore Roosevelt Area or Wilie Browne. Participants' stories will be
recorded, franscribed, and made available to the public. For more information call the
Fort Caroline National Memorial Monday - Saturday and ask for Rangers Katrina or Nikki
904-641-7155.

Fort Carcline National Park in the largest National Park within city limits. Jacksonville is
hoping to add another local treasure to the National Park system; that would be
Norman Studios. To date a request has been submitted to congress. The request will be
reviewed and eventually we will get a response back from congress.

There was also news on the Norman Studios on Arlington Road, currently the City of
Jacksonville is beginning the process to transfer the Norman Studios Silent Film Museum
to the National Park Service. The move will allow the federal government to pay for the
preservation and restoration of the studio as well as the operation of the buildings. This
can be alengthy process, but the transfer does look promising.

For those planning to fravel to one of our National Parks over the summer, the Parks
system has a number of passes available to help save money:

National Parks Pass - The pass costs $50 and is valid for one full year from first use in a
park. The National Parks Pass admits the pass signee and any accompanying
passengers in a private vehicle if a park has a per vehicle entrance fee. Where a per
person entrance fee is charged, the National Parks Pass admits the pass sighee, spouse,
children and parents. The National Parks Pass is nontransferable and does NOT cover or
reduce use fees such as charges for camping, parking, tours, and concessions.

Golden Eagle - For an additional $15, a Golden Eagle hologram may be purchased
and affixed to a National Parks Pass to cover entrance fees at not only national parks,
but also at sites managed by the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the U. S. Forest Service,
and the Bureau of Land Management.

Golden Age Passport - (for citizens or permanent residents of the United States who are
age 62 or older) The Golden Age Passport is a lifetime entrance pass to national parks,
monumenfs, historic sites, recreation areas, and national wildlife refuges that charge an
entrance fee. The Golden Age Passport admits the pass signee and any
accompanying passengers in a private vehicle if a park has a per vehicle entrance fee.
Where a per person entrance fee is charged, the Golden Age Passport admits the pass
signee, spouse, and children. A Golden Age Passport must be obtained in person at a
federal area (National Park, Historic Site, Wildlife Refuge, etc.) where an entrance fee is
charged. There is a one-time $10 processing charge to obtain the Golden Age
Passport. It is available only to citizens or permanent residents of the United States who
are 62 years of age or older.

Golden Access Passport - (for citizens or permanent residents of the United States who
are blind or permanently disabled) The Golden Access Passport is a lifetime entrance
pass to national parks, monuments, historic sites, recreation areas, and national wildlife
refuges that charge an entrance fee. The Golden Access Passport admits the PAsS
signee and any accompanying passengers in a private vehicle if a park has a per
vehicle entrance fee. Where a per person entrance fee is charged, the Golden Access
Passport admits the pass signee, spouse, and children. The Golden Access Passport also
provides a 50% discount on federal use fees charged for facilities and services such as
camping, swimming, parking, boat launching, and tours. In some cases where use fees
are charged, only the pass signee will be given the 50% price reduction. The Passport is
nontransferable and does NOT cover or reduce special recreation permit fees or fees
charged by concessioners.

America the Beautiful - Annual Pass — This pass costs $80. This pass is provides access to,
and use of, Federal recreation sites that charge an Entrance or Standard Amenity Fee
for a year, beginning from the date of sale. The pass admits the pass holder/s and
passengers in a private vehicle at per vehicle fee areas and pass holder + 3 adults, not
to exceed 4 adults, at per person fee areas.

Subcommittee Reports

PARKS & RECREATION - Co-Chairs Dewey Marshall & Tami Moe - it was announced that
Dewey Marshall has resigned from the CPAC and that his neighborhood is looking for @
replacement.

BEAUTIFICATION - Chair Larry Belge - no report

Craig Morris, District Interpretive Ranger, U.S. National Park Service, extended a very
early invitation to the 450" Anniversary of the French Exploration of northeast Florida.
The anniversary will celebrate Jean Ribault sailing to North America from France in
February 1562. LAND USE & ZONING - Chair Mike Anania - the subcommittee presented
3 motions to the full CPAC. The motions were:

1. Support for Administration Deviation AD-11-23 to reduce the required east property
boundary from twenty to five feet and to reduce the required uncomplimentary buffer
from ten to five feet wide. The full CPAC voted unanimously to support this application.

2. Support for Administrative Deviation AD-11-22 to reduce the required minimum number
of parking spaces from 115 to 31 with conditions. The full CPAC voted unanimously to
support this application.

3. Recommends approval of the request to allow full liquorin conjunction with a pizza

restaurant at the Gazebo shopping center. The full CPAC voted unanimously to support
this application.

TRANSPORTATION —- Co-Chairs Roger Sharp and Richard Witzel — no report

ENVIRONMENT - Chair Lad Hawkins - not present

T.R.U.E Commission — Marcella Lowe - informed the group that the commission has
completed reviewing the Banking Fund and made their recommendation (that the City
start repaying the debt) and sent it to City Council. The banking fund was instituted 5
years ago by Mickey Miller, Director of Finance / Chief Financial Officer, and the fund is

serving its purpose. The commission is still looking at the SMG contract; many SMG issues
are noft settled.

Marcella also informed the group that her term as the Greater Arlington Beach CPAC
T.R.U.E. Commission representative will expire June 30, 2011. Marcella provided the
details for the monthly meetings and read the job duties to the CPAC. Marcella stated
fhat if no one was interested in the position on the commission that she had approval of
City Council President Jack Webb to serve another term if the CPAC did not have
another representative. A motion was made from the floor to nominate Marcelia for
another term, the motion was second, the CPAC voted unanimously to nominate
Marcella for another term.

Craig Airport Advisory Committee — Dave Evans — not present
Staff Reports:

Mayor’s Liaison — Kelley Boree, Recreation & Community Services — reminded that
group that Election Day is next Tuesday, May 17t; early voting has already begun.

Both Mayoral candidates have been actively working at City Hall with the transition
team. After the election the newly elected Mayor will spend extensive amounts of time
with the transition team in effort to learn about every department, all city functions and
to understand the budget.

JSO- not present
DUVAL COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOLS - Sylvia Johnson - informed the group DCPS cuts are

going to be very severe and impact all schools. On a brighter note, the writing scores
are up in high schools and all the FCAT scores will be in late May or early June.
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PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT - Paul Davis - stated that Florida Legislature appears to be
making significant changes in ordinances significant to the Growth Management Act;
details will be provided as they become available. Last week, the Planning and
Development Department cut more than 20 positions.

FDOT - Jim Green - announced that the nightly lane closures on the Dames Point
Bridge will be completed late in 2011. The installation of [TDS signs {weather sensors and
traffic information) will be a lengthy project, but will begin soon. The 9A/295 signage
change contract has been awarded and the project will get underway in late August
or early September 2011. In May 2011 the Mathews Bridge painting contract will be
awarded. The painting project and lane closures will be handled similar to the Hart
Bridge painting project; the painting project will last at least 2 years. Southside Blvd
(Atlantic to Cargo) will be resurfaced; an addition left turn lane will be added on the
east bound side of Atlantic Blvd for motorist heading north bound on Southside
Boulevard.

MUNICIPAL CODE - Eldine Lancaster — brought maps of the systematic inspection that
was completed in Holiday Hills area. The inspectors are currently conducting a
systematic inspection in the Sandlewood area. Next, the inspectors will move to an
area on the North side of Beach Blvd,

Supervisor Lancaster was asked by one of the members of board about enforcement of
signs since its approval vote. She explained that the ordinance had passed and was at
Chief Scott level for procedure settings before implementing enforcement.

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT -Neighborhood Coordinator Rosemary Wesolowski —
informed the group that Helen Ludwig was the 2010 Young at Heart Award Winner.
Vice Chair Pat Schorr brought a cake and invited the entire CPAC to celebrate this
award with Helen.
