AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,300,000 ($1,000,000 FROM INVESTMENT POOL EARNINGS AND $300,000 FROM FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE ACCOUNT) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR PHASE I IMPROVEMENTS TO THE WATER STREET GARAGE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 11-101; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2011-2012; AMENDING THE 2011-2015 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2010-558-E TO INCREASE THE BUDGET FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “WATER STREET GARAGE UPDATE” AND TO REDUCE THE BUDGET FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE - GOVERNMENT”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC BUILDINGS DIVISION OF THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2010-2011 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2011-2012.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for Phase I improvements to the Water Street Garage. Phase I will address basic safety and aesthetics, as well as structural issues in the stairwells, with lighting comprising a major element of this phase.
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2010-558-E, being the 2011-2015 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase the budget for the project entitled “Water Street Garage Update” and to reduce the budget for the project entitled “Facilities Capital Maintenance - Government.” These projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Amended CIP, September 6, 2011 - TEU” and incorporated herein by this reference.  This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2010-558-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2010-558-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Buildings Division of the Public Works Department to oversee the Water Street Garage Update Project and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
