RESOLUTION 2011-436-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND HONORING THE BEACHES BRANCH LIBRARY UPON THE OCCASION OF ITS ANNIVERSARY CELEBRATING TWENTY-FIVE YEARS OF DEDICATED COMMUNITY SERVICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the 25,300-square-foot Beaches Branch Library, located at 600 3rd Street in Neptune Beach, opened on May 20, 1986, to great community appreciation, and it received much-needed interior renovations in 2005 as part of the Better Jacksonville Plan; and


WHEREAS, the Beaches Branch Library boasts a total collection of 156,000 print and non-print items, and a fiscal year 2010 circulation of 597,806 items and gate count of 289,867 customers, with the figures through April for fiscal year 2011 reflecting an impressive circulation of 311,870 items and a gate count of 165,467 customers; and


WHEREAS, the Beaches Branch Library collection includes not only books, but also books on CD, DVDs, and music CDs, with an E-collection that is downloadable to library compatible electronic devices, and the library also provides thirty public computers, wireless internet access, a multi-purpose room for eighty people, a small conference room seating up to seventeen people, and separate areas for adults and children, with creation of a Teen Space anticipated through supplemental funding from book sales held by the Friends of the Beaches Branch Library; and


WHEREAS, the tremendous success of the Beaches Branch Library is in part due to its many and varied programs for adults, teens, and children, including a Community Art Display Program featuring the works of local artists, Family Preschool Storytime, Family Movie Night, Anime Club, Beaches Photography Club, WorkSource, Learn to Read, Tax Aide, homeowners’ associations, various health clubs, and book, poetry, and writers’ clubs, and customers have found the library’s resources invaluable in finding employment, updating resumes, obtaining free family entertainment, and in providing study centers for school work; and

WHEREAS, the Beaches Branch Library is proud to meet the needs of local residents, including a large senior citizen population, and vacationing visitors, being the neighborhood branch available without having to cross the Intercoastal Waterway; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to recognize the Beaches Branch Library, especially at the anniversary festivities and ice cream social being held July 9, 2011, for its twenty-five-year history of being an important community resource for knowledge, entertainment, and socializing, finding it worthy of both emulation and honor; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Recognizing and Honoring.  The City of Jacksonville does hereby recognize and honor the Beaches Branch Library upon the occasion of its anniversary celebrating twenty-five years of dedicated community service.

Section 2.

Commendation.  The City of Jacksonville does further thank the Beaches Branch Library and its staff for their longstanding professionalism and diligent commitment to public service, wishing for them many more years of successful and unparalleled effort benefiting the residents of the Beaches communities and the greater Jacksonville area.
