Early years:
Joe was bom on August 2, 1940 as the first of nine children. He went to primary and
high school in the Sumter County, SC school system graduating in 1958. He began a

career in consiruction with SC Department of Transportation Engineering Division in
Charleston, SC.

Military;

Having received his draft notice Joe enlisted in the United States Air Force in
September, 1962. Took basic training at Lackland AFB, Texas, electronics training at
Lowry AFB, Colorado and missile training at Orlando AFB, Florida. He was assigned
to Kadena AB, Okinawa for 18 months and then to Bitburg AB, Germany for 18

months as a missile launch technician. After earning the rank of E-4 he was honorably
discharged in December 1966.

Family:
Upon resuming civilian life Joe married Miss Reine Marie Auguin, a French citizen,

whom he met while serving in Germany. After 17 years the marriage ended with an
amicable divorce. There were no children. Joe has not yet remarried.

Academics.

While self employed, Joe entered the University of South Carolina in January 1976 to
work for a Bachelor's Degree in Business, graduating in August of 1978 with a BSBA
with majors in Management and Economics.

Business:
After college Joe returned to his career in construction. He moved to Jacksonville in
1986 1o work for a local construction company as a project manager. In 1995 he

retired from full time employment, but has maintained contact with the industry through
various freelance activities related to construction.

Politics:

Joe is a registered Republican of many years. His political perspective is conservative
with some libertanan leanings. He believes that governments at all levels have
exceeded, by a wide margin, any original concepts of boundaries on authority. He
maintains that the salvation of American liberty will depend on the degree to which
government can be reduced and returned to its praper role as the guarantor of the
ctizen’s “inalienable rights”, and not the provisioner thereof.
Associations;

Concerned Taxpayers of Duval County: Joe is an Officer and Director of CTDC, is
a current member in good standing and an active participant in many of the
organization's projects.

Americans for Prosperity: A current member in good standing and active participant
in local, state and national issues with AFP. This organization has recently awarded

Joe the status of “Champion of Prosperity” for his extensive participation in their
efforts.

Republican Liberty Caucus of Northeast Florida: A current member in good
standing and active participant in local and state issues.

Tiger Bay Club: A non partisan association of politically minded people who stay

current on all things political. Joe is a current member in good standing and an active
participant.

-TRUE Commission: Within the city govemment this Commission works to bring
about a greater level of efficiency and transparency to all activities financial. Joe
chairs the Legislation Review Committee which reviews each new ordinance

presented to City Council. This committee frequently identifies issues which need
clarification or further action.

Political Office: In 2010 Joe filed, qualified and ran for a seat on the Jacksonville, FI.
