RESOLUTION 2011-500
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE 80TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE INCORPORATION OF THE CITY OF NEPTUNE BEACH; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, present-day Neptune Beach was originally incorporated as part of the city of Pablo Beach, which later became Jacksonville Beach; and


WHEREAS, the name “Neptune” derived from a railroad station constructed in 1922 at the end of Atlantic Boulevard to serve the area as a stop on the Jacksonville to Mayport rail line; and


WHEREAS, talk of incorporation began in the early 1920s and in August 1931 the Neptune area voted to secede from Pablo Beach and form its own town, which was incorporated as the City of Neptune Beach; and 


WHEREAS, when the consolidation referendum for the City of Jacksonville and Duval County was held in 1967, residents of Neptune Beach approved the consolidation of the city and county as residents of Duval County, but also voted to retain their status as an independent city with their own mayor, council, and city services; and


WHEREAS, the city of 2.5 square miles contains a pleasant mix of comfortable homes and useful commercial development along the major roadways, and is an ideal residential community on the beachfront with easy accessibility to the amenities provided by the Northeast Florida region; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville wishes to recognize this important anniversary in the history of its fellow city; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the 80th anniversary of the incorporation of the City of Neptune Beach and congratulates the Mayor, City Council, employees and citizens of Neptune Beach on this important milestone.  The City of Jacksonville extends its best wishes for continued prosperity and success as a partner in serving our mutual constituents.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
