ORDINANCE 2011-542-E
An ordinance appropriating $15,000 IN ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY (“EPA”) GRANT FUNDING UNDER THE ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE SMALL GRANTS PROGRAM FOR COMMUNITY RESEARCH TO BE USED BY THE EASTSIDE ENVIRONMENTAL COUNCIL, IN PARTNERSHIP WITH THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”), FOR OUTREACH AND TO PROVIDE EDUCATIONAL WORKSHOPS AND COMMUNITY TRAINING SESSIONS ON COMMUNITY GARDENING AND THE PRESENCE AND ACCESSIBILITY OF COMMUNITY HEALTH CENTERS IN THE CITY’S HEALTH ZONE 1, AS INITIATED BY b.T. 11-121; providIng a carryover of funds INTO FISCAL YEAR 2011-2012; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide Environmental Protection Agency (“EPA”) grant funding under the Environmental Justice Small Grants Program for Community Research. This funding will be used by the Eastside Environmental Council, in partnership with the City of Jacksonville (“City”), for outreach and to provide educational workshops and community training sessions on community gardening and the presence and accessibility of community health centers in the City’s Health Zone 1. A copy of the Grant Agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

FUNDING ALLOCATIONS

For awards of $5,000 or less, the maximum dollar amount for advances is set at a rate equal to 80% of the total federal
share of the project. The remaining 20% of the total federal share will be reimbursed to the recipient upon satisfactory
completion and submission of the final technical project work products and the Financial Status Report (FSR). All
requests for payment must be made using a Standard Form 270, "Reguest for Advance or Reimbursement” copies of
which were included in the award package.

For awards over 35,000 the criteria outlined in 40 CFR 30.22 and 31.21 are to be followed. The EPA Project Officer must
approve the final payment.

In addilion, the recipient understands that the Federal assistance funds may not be used to sue the Federal government
or any other governmental entity, nor may they be used for legal fees.

The EPA Praject Officer will not approve the final payment until an acceptable final technical report and an acceptable
Final Financial Status Report are received.

All Financial Reports/Documents should be sent-to the Regional Grants Management Office.

SEMI-ANNUAL PROGRESS REPORTS:
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The Recipient agrees to submil semi-annual pragress reports lo the EPA Project Officer within thirty days after the
reporling period. These reports shall cover work status, work progress, difficulties encountered, preliminary data results
and a statement of aclivity anticipated during the subsequent reporl period, including a description of equipment,
lechniques, and materials to be used or evaluated. A discussion of expenditures along with a comparison of the
percentage of the project completed lo the project schedule and an explanation of significant discrepancles shall be
included in the report. The report shall also include any changes to key personnel concerned with the project.

FINAL REPORT

Within 90 days after the end of the project period the recipient agrees to submit two copies of the final technical project
report. The report must clearly address the ilems below:

A. An abstract or overview of the project'in terms of its overall process and outcomes. Indicate which eligible
activities and/or EPA crileria were addressed and how these were fulfilled.

B. Include information and demographics on the target audience (such as local residents, community activists,
businesses, etc.).

C. What findings or information was gained that could contribute to addressing environmental injustices?
D. Description of evaluation measures and results. Include evaluation tools where applicable.
E. Plans for dissemination of project results in terms of method of dissemination and target audience (i.e.

conference presentations, educator networks, community forums, etc.)

F. Were any problems encounlered that prohibited the completion of the project goals or objectives? [f yes, how
were they overcome?

What benefits were gained from this program?
How could EPA have been more effeclive in assisting you with this project?

For example:

- Was proper time allotted for the preparation of the application?

- Were EPA's priorities and directives in the solicitation nolice  clearly stated?
After review of the final technical report, the EPA Project Officer may request additional information of the recipient.
Once an acceptable final report has been approved, the Project Officer will keep one copy and send a copy to the
national clearinghouse of environmental justice malerials. In addition to the report, the recipient should also supply two
copies to EPA of all tangible final products that were created for the purposes of the funded project (i.e. videos, research
findings, curiculum, presentations, etc.). If an exhibit or slide show was created or an item too large and/or expensive to
duplicate, photos or transeripts of the product may be substituted.

PROJECT REVIEW

In order to permit EPA to access the adequacy of program progress, the recipient agrees to participate annually in a
delailed, on-site (if EPA travel budget permits), evaluation. The evaluation will include an overview of the project and
project expenditures. The evaluation will be negotiated by the reciplent (Project Manager) and the EPA Project Officer,
The recipient agrees to furnish a mid-year technical progress report, if requested by the EPA Project Officer.

PUBLICATIONS

EPA encourages the publication of the resulis of its assistance programs. However, before an assistance recipienf may
publish these results as an EPA product, it must comply with EPA's publication review process. The following steps must
be completed:

Al The recipient submits three copies of the material it intends to publish to the EPA Project Officer.
B. EPA reviews the material and provides the recipient in writing, with any changes it wishes to suggest
C. The recipient prepares a revised draft. In so doing, the recipient should make every effort to accommodate the

suggestions provided by EPA review.

D. if EPA agrees that the material is éppropriale for publication as an EPA document, the recipient must include
the following statement:

“The information in this document has been funded wholly or in part by the United States Environmental
Protection Agency under assistance agreement (number) to (recipient). It has been subjected to the Agency's
publications review process and has been approved for publication as an EPA document. Mention of trade
names or commercial products does not constitute endorsement or recommendation of use.”
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E. If EPA does not agree that the material is appropriate as an EPA document, the recipient may publish the
materials for ils own use If it includes with the published material the following statement;

“Although the informalion in this document has been funded wholly or in parl by the Uniled States
Environmental Protection Agency under assistance agreement [number} to (recipient), it may not necessarily
reflect the views of the Agency and no official endorsement should be inferred.”

F. EPA also encourages recipients to publish reports independently in refereed journals at any time. (A refereed
journal is one which subjecls material to review by a panel of experts before publication.) In order to do so,
recipients must meet the following requirements:

1. Submit a copy of the material to be published to the EPA Project Officer at the lime it is submilted to
the joumal for publication.

2. After publication, submit three copies of the published materiai to the EPA Project Officer.

3. Include the following statement in the published malerial:

“Although the information in this document has been funded wholly or in part by the United States
Environmental Protection Agency under assistance agreement [number] to [recipient], it may not
necessarlly reflect the views of the Agency and no official endorsement should be inferred.”

G. In accordance with 40 CFR 31.34 or 30.36(c), as appropriate, the Federal Government has an unrestricted
right to use any data or information generated using assistance funds or specified 1o be delivered to EPA in the
EPA assistance agreement. The Federal Government has a royally-free, nonexclusive, and irrevocable license
to use any copyrighted data in any manner for Federal Government purposes.

PROJECT TYPE CONDITION
This assistance agreement is subject to the terms and conditions of the approved work program. Costs incurred prior to
the date of award are not allowable for reimbursement under this award.

SUFFICIENT PROGRESS

EPA may terminate the assistance agreement for failure of the recipient to make sufficient progress so as to reasonably
ensure completion of the project within the project pericd, including any extensions. EPA will measure sufficient progress
by examining the performance required under the workplan in conjunction with the milestone schedule, the time
remaining for performance within the project period, and/or the availability of funds necessary to complete the project.

FOOD AND REFRESHMENTS

Unless the event(s) are specified in the approved workplan, the recipient agrees to obtain prior approval from EPA for the

use of grant funds for light refreshments and/or meals served at meetings, conferences, training workshops, and

‘outreach activities (events). The recipient must send requests for approval to the EPA Project Officer and include:

(1) An estimated budget and description for the light refreshments, meals, and/or beverages to be served at the
event(s);

(2) A description of the purpose, agenda, location, length and timing for the event.

(3) An estimated number of participants in the event and a description of their roles.

Recipients may address questions about whether costs for light refreshments, and meals for events are allowable to the
recipient's EPA Project Officer. However, the Agency Award Official or Grant Management Officer will make final
determinations on allowability.
