AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.46( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 AT 2209 and 2233 university boulevard north BETWEEN liddell lane and floral bluff road (R.E. NO(s). 116193-0000 AND 116169-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY j. e. holland properties, inc., FROM co (commercial office) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to generally permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE 2209 and 2233 university boulevard north PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, J. E. Holland Properties, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 0.63( acres located in Council District 7 at 2209 and 2233 University Boulevard North between Liddell Lane and Floral Bluff Road (R.E. No(s). 116193-0000 and 116196-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from CO (Commercial Office) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 12, 2011 and written description dated June 20, 2011 for the 2209 and 2233 University Boulevard North PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by J. E. Holland Properties, Inc. and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Woodard Holland, 900 Cesery Boulevard, Jacksonville, Florida 32211; (904) 743-6423.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The 2209 and 2233 University Blvd North PUD project is intended to provide day
care and other professional uses serving the Arlington neighborhood. It is located on
the corners of Lake Lucina Dr and University Blvd North.

Uses and Restrictions

A Permitted uses and structures.
(1) Medical and dental or chiropractor offices (but not clinics or hospitals).
(2) Professional and business offices.
(3) Cosmetology and similar uses including facilities for production of eyeglasses,
hearing aids, dentures, prosthetic appliances and similar products either in
conjunction with a professional service being rendered or in a stand alone
structure not exceeding 4,000 square feet,
(4) Day care centers
(5) Essential services, including water, sewer, gas, lelephone. radio, television and
electric, meeting the performance standards and development criteria set forth in
Part 4.
(6) Single family dwellings which were originally constructed as single family
dwellings.
(7) Churches, including a rectory or similar use.
(8) Art galleries, museums, community centers, dance, art or music studios.

B. Permitted accessory uses and strictures. See s. 656.403.

C. Permissible uses by exception.

(1) Retail outlets for the sale of used wearing apparel, toys, books, luggage,
Jewelry, cameras, sporting goods, home furnishings and appliances, furniture and
similar uses.

1. Sale display and preparation shall be conducted within a completely
enclosed building.

ii. Products shall be sold only at retail

3. There are 3 existing Live oak trees at 2233 University Blvd but due to
canopy restrictions we cannot add a fourth tree. There are also 3 Live oaks located at 2209
University Blvd and the tree canopy will not alfow a fourth tree to be planted.

4. There shall be a 6" fence. wooden or vinyl, located on the property line
adjacent to neighboring residences.

. Architecture

I. The building shall maintain a residential character and shall not be painted
with primary colors.

I. The development shall provide a recreation area in compliance with the
Department of Children and Families requirements.

I. This site shall have solid waste removal located on an adjacent property, 2133
University Blvd which is under the same ownership.
