Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s reappointment of Chester A. Aikens as a member of the Jacksonville Aviation Authority, for a second full four-year term ending September 30, 2015.
Background Information: The Jacksonville Aviation Authority is established pursuant to Article 4, Jacksonville Municipal Charter, and charged to operate, manage, and control all publicly owned airports and ancillary facilities located within Duval County.  Section 1(2), Article 4, provides that three of the members of the Jacksonville Aviation Authority are appointed by the Mayor with the confirmation of the Council of the City of Jacksonville.  

Dr. Aikens received a master’s of business administration from Jacksonville University, a law degree from Florida Coastal School of Law and a degree in dental surgery from Howard University College of Dentistry.  He served on Mayor Brown’s Transition Team and has previously served on the Water and Sewer Expansion Authority and on the Jacksonville Port Authority.  Dr. Aikens resides in the Woodmere area within Council District #1.
