Bill Summary: The bill temporarily waives enforcement of portions of Ordinance Code Chapter 655 – Concurrency and Mobility Management System – to enact a moratorium on the collection of mobility fees on the building of single family homes for a period of 12 months from the effective date of the ordinance.
Background Information: The one year moratorium on the collection of mobility fees for all construction of single family homes is intended to help encourage a resumption of development and building activity to help stimulate the local economy out of its current economic slump.  The fee waiver will apply to projects for which a building permit is obtained within 6 months of the issuance of a mobility fee calculation certificate, but in no event later than 18 months after the effective date of this ordinance (i.e. if a mobility fee calculation certificate is issued on the last day of the 1 year moratorium, the developer has 6 additional months to begin construction).  Failure to complete the building project within 36 months of the effective date of the ordinance will require immediate payment of the full amount of the waived mobility fee.
