Type of Action: De-authorization of previous appropriation
Bill Summary: The bill de-authorizes an appropriation of $4,604,343 made by previous Ordinances 2009-5-E and 2009-632-E which included a U.S. Department of Homeland Security grant of $3,683,474 and a local match of $920,869 in in-kind services provided by 13 Northeast Florida counties for the purpose of constructing a Public Safety Interoperable Communications radio/video/data system.
Background Information: The Public Safety Interoperable Communications (PSIC) grant was a one-time formula-based, matching grant program intended to enhance interoperable communications with respect to voice, data and/or video signals throughout the Northeast Florida Region 3 as defined by the Florida Division of Emergency Management.  This de-authorization ordinance states that the counties could not construct the interoperable communications in time to meet the grant requirements and therefore desire to de-authorize the project and return the grant funds.  The economic downturn has prevented the 13 counties from being able to afford to commit to funding to construct and operate the system for at least 10 years.  Jacksonville, as the largest and most experienced jurisdiction in the area of grant administration in the area, was acting as the applicant and grant administrator and does not want to be put in the position of being financially liable for the failure of any of the combined counties to meet the grant conditions.
Policy Impact Area: Public safety communications
Fiscal Impact: The bill de-authorizes an earlier appropriation of $4,604,343 in federal grant and local in-kind match.
