AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.69( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3 AT 13375 BEACH BOULEVARD BETWEEN KERNAN BOULEVARD AND HODGES BOULEVARD (R.E. NO. 166836-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY AMIKIDS/JACKSONVILLE, INC., FROM RLD-60 (RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-60) AND CCG-1 (COMMERCIAL COMMUNITY/GENERAL-1) DISTRICTS TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit A SCHOOL, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE AMI KIDS PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, AMIKids/Jacksonville, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 1.69( acres located in Council District 3 at 13375 Beach Boulevard between Kernan Boulevard and Hodges Boulevard (R.E. No. 166836-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) and CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1 Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RLD-60 (Residential Low Density-60) and CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1 Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated July 12, 2011 and written description dated August 31, 2011 for the AMI Kids PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a school, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by AMIKids/Jacksonville, Inc., and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Ronald Bongiovanni, 4000-11 St. Johns Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida, 32205; (904) 388-1259.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

l. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

1.694 acres
13375 Beach Boulevard, Jacksonville, FL. 32246

The purpose of this PUD Application is to reduce minimum number of parking spaces from
39 to 17, and to reduce minimum landscape setback from Beach Boulevard and Brougham
Avenue from 10" to 5'. The parking issue is common to all sites in the area.

AMI Kids helps troubled kids compiete their high school education. These are kids that
have the potential of being helped. They are court appointed and are brought to the facility
by bus. The only required parking is for the staff and occasional visitors. The cost of the
extra required parking under the code, if not having to be spent, will help many kids.

This request will be in the public interest as it will retain the green area that would have
been taken up with the additional pavement. This proposed request will not substantially
diminish the property values or the character of the area surrounding the site. There is
sufficient space for additional paved parking if so desired or required by a future Owner.
The proposed request is not detrimental to the public health, safety or welfare, and will not
result in any additional public expense or cause conflict with any other applicable law.

The minimal parking was existing when the property was acquired by AMI Kids and the
minimal parking has existed for many years.

(5) Minimum side yard: 15’ along eastern property line which is
adjacent to residential zoning. None along eastern property line
adjacent to CCG-1 zoning.

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B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with
the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

(2) Vehicular Access.
Beach Boulevard & Brdugham Avenue
a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of , substantially as
shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access points is subject to the review
and approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person or
entity.

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a, Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the 2030
Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs.

(1) One (1) street frontage sign per lot, not to exceed one (1) square foot for each linear foot of street
frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area for every two hundred
(200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is permitted provided such signs are located
no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart, as provided in the Zoning Code. Such freestanding
signs shall be of a monument style or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development
Department, not to exceed twenty-five (25) feet in height, and shall have architectural elements
and design consistent with the buildings with which they are associated.

(2) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy frontage of
the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

(3) One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a maximum of cight (8)
square feet in area per sign, is permitted, provided that any square footage used for an
under-the-canopy sign shall be subtracted from the maximum allowable square footage for
wall signs on the building in question.

(4) Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.
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D. Landscaping:
The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Code, with the exception of reducing the perimeter VUA from 10' to 5' along Beach Boulevard
and Brougham Avenue.

E. Utilities
Water will be provided by JEA.
Sanitary sewer will be provided by private on-site sewage treatment and disposal system.
Electric will be provided by JEA.

F. Wetlands

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

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A. The 2 front lots (Lots #5, #6) of the property are presently zoned CCG-1 and the (2)
rear lots (Lots #1, #2) are zoned RLD. The rear lots are undeveloped. Approval of this
PUD will change the development criteria of the (2) rear lots (#1, #2) to be consistent
with the (2) front lots (#5, #6) which are presently zoned CCG-1. The rear lots (#1, #2)
will be utilized for recreation area with an existing pool to remain.

B. City Development Number

C. This PUD will modify the development criteria of the (2) rear lots (#1, #2) from
residential to commercial to better serve the existing school.

D. Vehicular access and vehicular movement areas shall remain unchanged. The number
of parking spaces will be reduced from 39 spaces to 17 spaces.

E. There are (2) adjacent lots to the east of this site. The frontage lot (#4) along Beach
Boulevard is zoned CCG-1. The rear Lot (#3) is zoned RLD. Construction and
uncomplimentary land use buffer is proposed between this site and the residential Lot #3
to the east.

F. The rear lots (#5, #6) are proposed to be utilized as recreation area.
G. N/A. No wetland on site.

L. The proposed (16) regular parking spaces and (1) handicap space are sufficient to serve
the entire school staff. Drop-off / pick-up areas will be adequate to serve the students.
No student parking is allowed.

J. A sidewalk exists along Beach Boulevard. Sufficient sidewalk exists or are proposed
to adequately move handicaps from Beach Boulevard and parking area into the building.
We request the elimination of sidewalk requirements along Brougham Avenue, due to an
existing ditch and along Arpino Drive.

K. No additional stormwater retention is proposed.

L. Water is served by JEA. Wastcwater will be treated by a private on-site sewage
treatment and disposal system.
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
