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RESOLUTION 2011-719
A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING PROPERTY LOCATED AT 5441 West 5th Street, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA 32254, AS A BROWNFIELD AREA FOR ENVIRONMENTAL REHABILITATION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, that parcel of land owned by R.C.C.I. (the “Owner”) at 5441 West 5th Street, Jacksonville, Florida, 32254, RE# 048878-0010, the legal description and a depiction of which are attached hereto as Exhibit 1, both of which are incorporated herein by this reference, (the “Property”)is under contract for sale; and


WHEREAS, the prospective purchaser, The Bruss Company, following designation of the Property as a Brownfield area and its subsequent purchase of the Property, proposes to restore the Property to its highest and best reuse by addressing the environmental impacts, if any, and redeveloping the Property to expand its meat processing operations; and

WHEREAS, The Bruss Company, with the consent of the Owner, has requested that the City of Jacksonville designate the Property a Brownfield Area as authorized under the Florida Brownfields Redevelopment Act, Sections 376.77 – 376.85, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department’s Community Planning Division & Brownfield Redevelopment Program issued a report, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, recommending that the Brownfield designation requested by The Bruss Company be approved; and

WHEREAS, valuable economic incentives accrue to those who redevelop designated Brownfield sites; 
WHEREAS, the City has complied with the procedures and having given proper notice as required by Section 376.80, Florida Statutes; and now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Findings. The Council, acting as the governing body of Duval County, finds the preamble hereof to be true and correct.

Section 2.

Designation.  For the purposes of the Florida Brownfields Redevelopment Act, Sections 376.77 – 376.85, Florida Statutes, (hereinafter the “Act”), the Property is hereby designated a Brownfield area.  For the purposes of Jacksonville’s Brownfield Program, this area shall be called the 5441 West 5th Street Brownfield Area.  This designation shall not, however, render the City of Jacksonville liable: for the cost of site rehabilitation or source removal, as those terms are defined in Sections 376.79(17) and (18), Florida Statutes; for other costs in excess of those attributable to the City as administrator of a Brownfields Program; or, as a property owner, if the City hereafter acquires any realty within the designated Brownfield Area.

Section 3.

Notification and rehabilitation agreement. If the City of Jacksonville or any other entity assumes responsibility for site rehabilitation of or within the Brownfield Area specified herein, within the meaning of the Act, the City will advise the Florida Department of Environmental Protection when the entity assumes rehabilitation responsibility.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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EXHIBIT “A”

LEGAL DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

That certain tract or parcel of land situate, lying and being in Section 7, Township 2 South,
Range 26 East, County of Duval, State of Florida, and described as follows, to wit:

Commence at the point of intersection of the Easterly right -of-way line of Ellis Road (a 70 foot
right-of-way as now established) with the Northerly right of way line of Fifth Street (a 70 foot
right-of-way as now established), said point also being the Southwesterly corner of lands
described in Official Records Volume 2968, Pages 671 through 678; run thence North
87°1225" East along the Northerly right-of-way line of Fifth Street, being also the Southerly line
of said lands, a distance 0f 676.0 feet to the Southeast corner of said lands and THE POINT OF
BEGINNING; run thence North 2°47'35" West, along the East line of said lands, a distance of
322.0 feet to the northeast corner of said lands; thence North 87°1625" East, parallel to and 15
feet South of the centerline of a Seaboard Coast Line Railroad Company spur track, a distance
0f 493.33 feet to the point of a curve to the right, said curve being concave to the Southwest,
and having a radius of 567.685 feet; thence Southeasterly along and around said curve an arc
distance of 103.65 feet; said curve being subtended by a chord bearing of South 87°29'44" East
and a chord distance of 103.51 feet, said curve also lying 15 feet south of and concentric to the
centerline of a second spur track, said point lying in the Westerly line of a 70 foot road; thence
South0°19'39" East, a distance 0f312.18 feet to a point in the aforesaid Northerly right-of-way
line of Fifth Street; thence South 87°12'25" West, along said northerly right-of-way line of Fifth
Street, a distance of 582.81 feet to THE POINT OF BEGINNING.

BROWNFIELDS DESIGNATION REQUEST FOR The Bruss Company, 5441 West 5th Street,
Jacksonville, Florida 32254 (RE# 048878-0010) - PER FLORIDA STATUTE 376.80(2)(b)

The Community Development Division of the Planning and Development Department hereby forwards its
comments and recommendations on the request that The Bruss Company, 5441 West 5th Street,
Jacksonville, Florida 32254, be designated a Brownfields per Brownfields Administrative Process, cited in
section 376.80(2)(b), Florida Statutes.

INTRODUCTION

The City of Jacksonville's Brownfields Program is active in the redevelopment and reuse of properties.
Brownfields are defined as “real property, the expansion, redevelopment, or reuse of which is complicated
by the presence or potential presence of a hazardous substance, pollutant, or contaminant. In
Jacksonville, the reduction and remediation of public health and environmental hazards on existing
commercial and industrial sites is vital to their use and reuse as sources of employment, housing,
recreation, and open space uses. Brownfields legislation provides a mechanism for the designation of
property within the Brownfields Designated Project Area (Urban Core) and at additional sites outside of
the designated area.

COMMENTS

The City of Jacksonville is obligated to designate the site if the owner/developer satisfies the following
requirements of Chapter 376.80(2)(b), Florida Statutes:

1. A person who owns or controls a potential brownfield site is requesting the designation and has
agreed to rehabilitate and redevelop the brownfield site;

2. The rehabilitation and redevelopment of the proposed brownfield site will result in economic
productivity of the area, along with the creation of at least 5 new permanent jobs at the brownfield
site that are full-time equivalent positions not associated with the implementation of the brownfield
site rehabilitation agreement and that are not associated with redevelopment project demolition or
construction activities pursuant to the redevelopment of the proposed brownfield site or area;

3. The redevelopment of the proposed brownfield site is consistent with the local comprehensive
plan and is a permittable use under the applicable local land development regulations;

4. Notice of the proposed rehabilitation of the brownfield area has been provided to neighbors and
nearby residents of the proposed area to be designated, and the person proposing the area for
designation has afforded to those receiving notice the opportunity for comments and suggestions
about rehabilitation; and ‘

5. The person proposing the area for designation has provided reasonabie assurance that he or she
has sufficient financial resources to implement and complete the rehabilitation agreement and
redevelopment of the brownfield site.

The Bruss Company has entered into a purchase and sale agreement for the property located at 5441
West 5th Street. Bruss proposes to revitalize a vacant refrigerated warehouse building comprising 47,000
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square feet to expand their current meat processing operations. The proposed project is expected to add
200 new, full-time jobs to the local market. Included in the total jobs are approximately 162 semi-skilled
jobs. The land use for the property is designated as Light Industrial {(LI) and the zoning is designated as
Industrial Light (IL). The proposed use is allowed under the existing land use and zoning.

The Bruss Company is a subsidiary of Tyson Foods, Inc., a producer, distributor and marketer of chicken,
beef, pork, and prepared food products. Tyson employs 115,000 people worldwide and had annual sales
in fiscal year 2010 of $28.4 billion, generating a net income from continuing operations of $765 million,

RECOMMENDATIONS

The aforementioned requirements have been satisfied by The Bruss Company and, based on the
information presented, it is the recommendation of the Planning and Development Department's
Community Planning Division & Brownfields Redevelopment Program, that the brownfields designation
request by The Bruss Company, for the property at 5441 West 5th Street, Jacksonville, Florida, be
approved.
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
