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ORDINANCE 2011-765
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING CHAPTER 118 (CITY GRANTS), SECTION 118.805 (ELIGIBILITY QUALIFICATIONS FOR PUBLIC SERVICE GRANTS), ORDINANCE CODE, ESTABLISHING THE 2012-2013 PRIORITY POPULATIONS FOR PUBLIC SERVICE GRANT APPROPRIATIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Section 118.805 (Eligibility Qualifications for Public Service Grants), Ordinance Code, provides for the City Council to establish “Priority Populations”, and said section 118.805 states:

“Sec.  118.805.
Eligibility Qualifications for Public Service Grant.  In order to be eligible to apply for or receive a Public Service Grant a requesting agency must meet the following qualifications:

(a)
All requesting agencies must operate programs that tangibly affect and improve a Priority Population.  Annually, on or before November 15, the Public Service Grant Council shall recommend to the City Council the Priority Populations for the upcoming fiscal year.  The City Council shall review the recommended Priority Populations by the Public Service Grant Council and establish Priority Populations to be served through the Public Service Grant appropriations by February 15 of every year for the upcoming fiscal year.  By way of example only, a Priority Population may include elderly, low-income residents or individuals with particular public safety, medical or social needs.  Except for the annual establishment, Priority Populations may only be revised or amended by a two-thirds vote of the City Council.”; and

WHEREAS, the 2011-2012 priority populations were established in Ordinance 2010-865-E as follows:

“1. Homeless persons and families.  The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  food, served meals, shelter, case management, health care, information and referral, legal assistance, work force development, community organizing, education and emergency financial assistance.  The homeless definition to be used will be the federal definition of homeless as contained in Title 42, Chapter 119, Subchapter I, Section 11302 of the United States Code.

2. Low-income persons and families. The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  food, meals served, shelter, case management, health care, information and referral, legal assistance, work force development, community organizing, education and emergency financial assistance. The low-income definition to be used will be the Community Development Block Grant program requirements for Duval County, Florida.
3. Victims of abuse and neglect.  The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  shelter, case management and legal assistance for adults and seniors.
4. Adults with physical, mental and behavioral disabilities. The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  shelter, case management, workforce development and addiction treatment.”; and
WHEREAS, the recommendations of the Public Service Grant Council are attached hereto as Exhibit 1, labeled as “Exhibit 1, PSG Documents”; and
WHEREAS, the City Council through this ordinance is hereby establishing the Priority Populations for the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Priority Populations Established.  Pursuant to Section 118.805, (Public Service Grant Criteria), Ordinance Code, the following Priority Populations are hereby established for the 2012-2013 Fiscal Year:
2012-2013 Priority Populations
1. Homeless persons and families.  The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  served meals, shelter, case management/ information and referral.  The homeless definition to be used will be the federal definition of homeless as contained in Title 42, Chapter 119, Subchapter I, Section 11302 of the United States Code.

2. Low-income persons and families. The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  food, case management/ information and referral, health care, legal assistance, work force development, community organizing, education and emergency financial assistance. The low-income definition to be used will be the Community Development Block Grant program requirements for Duval County, Florida.
3. Victims of abuse and neglect.  The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  shelter, case management/ information and referral.
4. Adults with physical, mental and behavioral disabilities. The services to be rendered by the recipients to this population shall pertain to one or more of the following areas:  shelter, case management/ information and referral, health care, workforce development.

Section 2.

Public Service Grants to Serve Priority Populations.  Public Service Grants made by City Council shall be used to exclusively serve Priority Populations. 
Section 3.  
Effective Date.
  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

First, | want to acknowledge the City Council's on-going support of the Public Service
Grant program. It would be difficult for the Public Service Grant Council (PSGC) to be
effective without a financial commitment from the City Council to fund Public Service
Grants, which are beneficial to the general welfare of the people of the City in these
trying economic times.

The PSGC conducted public meetings over the 'posf three months to consider the
PSGC's annual recommendation to City Council for FY 2013 priority populations, which
is mandated by Section 118805 (a), Ordinance Code. Additionally. the PSGC used
public comments from representatives of various non-profits, the JCCI, "Quality of Life
Report" and other reference matericls in developing our recommendations. In
reviewing the FY 2012 priority populations established by Ordinance 2010-0865-E, the
PSGC determined that changes were needed to reduce the number of services
provided within the priority categories to better align funding with the needs of the
community for the upcoming grant cycle. The reduction in services provided per
priofity population provides for minimal impact to the program and does not exclude
any provider from applying.

On Ociober 18, 2011, the PSGC voted unanimously to recommend the enclosed FY
2013 Priority Populations. | have also enclosed a proposed ordinance incorporating
the PSGC's recommendations and an ordinance filing timeline for your convenience.

As you are aware, the City Council must establish the FY 2013 priority populations by
ordinance no later than January 10, 2012. PSGC is respectfully requesting your
sponsorship of the enclosed proposed ordinance and the City Council's establishment
of the FY 2013 Priority Populations, which is essential to the commencement of the FY
2013 grant application process.
