A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL, FILED BY CARMEN GODWIN ON BEHALF OF RIVERSIDE AVONDALE PRESERVATION, OF A FINAL ORDER ISSUED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION APPROVING ZONING EXCEPTION APPLICATION E-11-54 BY THE ROCK OF AVONDALE, INC., FOR THE RETAIL SALES AND SERVICE OF ALL ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES INCLUDING LIQUOR, BEER OR WINE FOR ON-PREMISES CONSUMPTION IN CONJUNCTION WITH A BONA FIDE RESTAURANT AND PERMANENT OUTSIDE SALE AND SERVICE OF SAME ON PROPERTY LOCATED AT 914 KING STREET, PURSUANT TO SECTION 656.141, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Rock of Avondale, Inc., applied to the Planning Commission for a Zoning Exception (Application E-11-54) for the retail sales and service of all alcoholic beverages including liquor, beer or wine for on-premises consumption in conjunction with a bona fide restaurant and permanent outside sale and service of same on property located at 914 King Street in the CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) Zoning District; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission approved Application E-11-54 by Final Order dated October 27, 2011; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.141, Ordinance Code, Carmen Godwin, as agent for Riverside Avondale Preservation, filed a notice of appeal; and


WHEREAS, such appeal was timely filed and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings regarding Zoning Exception application E-11-54, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division, and based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby remands the appeal back to the Planning Commission with the following specific instructions for further action:

(a) Review Zoning Exception application E-11-54 in a concurrent manner with the second Administrative Deviation request for the same property, AD-12-03, which includes a request to decrease the required parking from 33 spaces to 0 spaces.

(b) Review Zoning Exception application E-11-54, and the criteria set forth in the Ordinance Code for a zoning exception, in light of the Riverside/Avondale Zoning Overlay and the second Administrative Deviation request, AD-12-03. 

(c) Provide express findings for each of the criteria set forth in the Ordinance Code for a zoning exception.

The adoption of this resolution shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
