RESOLUTION 2011-778-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING MARY VIRGINIA TERRY FOR HER DECADES OF OUTSTANDING CONTRIBUTIONS TO EDUCATIONAL, ARTISTIC, HEALTH CARE AND CIVIC CAUSES IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Mary Virginia Terry grew up in Quitman, Georgia, graduated from Valdosta State College, and married C. Herman Terry, a University of Georgia graduate who moved to Jacksonville and became a very successful insurance executive; and


WHEREAS, the Terrys devoted much of their lives to philanthropy, sharing their time, talent and treasure with countless institutions and causes that were near and dear to their hearts; and


WHEREAS, as evidence of their tremendous generosity, the C. Herman and Mary Virginia Terry name can be found on numerous educational, performing arts and health care facilities in Florida and Georgia, including the Terry Theater at the Times-Union Center for the Performing Arts, the Terry Concert Hall at Jacksonville University, the Terry Gallery at the Cummer Museum of Art and Gardens, the Terry Children’s Theater in the Jacksonville Main Library, the C. Herman and Mary Virginia Terry Heart Center at Wolfson Children’s Hospital, and the Terry College of Business at the University of Georgia; and 


WHEREAS, in addition to providing funding gifts for important capital facilities, Ms. Terry has also been an extremely active community volunteer, devoting her talents and efforts to leadership, fundraising and event planning for countless organizations, including the American Cancer Society, the Jacksonville Symphony, the Children’s Home Society, St. Vincent’s Medical Center, the Salvation Army, the Sulzbacher Center for the Homeless, and many, many others; and


WHEREAS, Mary Virginia Terry was recognized for her decades of community contributions by being named the Florida Times-Union’s winner of the 2009 EVE Award for Volunteer Services; and

WHEREAS, the City wishes to express its gratitude for the generosity and civic spirit of Mary Virginia Terry and her late husband C. Herman Terry; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Honoring and Commending. The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Mary Virginia Terry and her late husband C. Herman Terry for their decades of boundless generosity to the Jacksonville community and for their countless contributions of time, talent and treasure to Jacksonville’s progress.
