L PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The property contains 4.38 acres and is located on the east side of Chaffee Road, one mile south
of I-10. The existing use is PUD — Commercial Neighborhood, The surrounding uses are PUD —

There will be a brick wall constructed along the east property line. The wall will be six
feet tall with columns every forty feet on center. '

b. Within the property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
the ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the property,
if ownership or occupancy of the property is subdivided among more than one
person or entity.
