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ORDINANCE 2012-83
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 4.92( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 AT 5007 lenoir avenue BETWEEN PHILIPS HIGHWAY and BONNEVAL ROAD (R.E. NO(s). 152788-0000, 152807-0000, 152802-0000 and 152806-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY 5007 LENOIR AVENUE, LLC, ALLEYS LAND HOLDINGS, LLC, AND CALVIn WALLER FROM ibp (industrial business park) and ccg-2 (commercial community/General-2) DISTRICTs TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit AUTOMOBILE STORAGE AND commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE philips highway auto storage PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, 5007 Lenoir Avenue, LLC, Alleys Land Holdings, LLC and Calvin Waller, the owner(s) of approximately 4.92( acres located in Council District 4 at 5007 Lenoir Avenue between Philips Highway and Bonneval Road (R.E. No(s). 152788-0000, 152807-0000, 152802-0000 and 152806-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from IBP (Industrial Business Park) and CCG-2 (Commercial Community/General-2) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from IBP (Industrial Business Park) and CCG-2 (Commercial Community/General-2) Districts District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated December 20, 2011 and written description dated December 20, 2011 for the Philips Highway Auto Storage PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit automobile storage and commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by 5007 Lenoir Avenue, LLC, Alleys Land Holdings, LLC and Calvin Waller and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Mike Herzberg, 4071 Cove St. Johns Rd., Jacksonville, Florida 32277; (904) 673-6336.


Section 3.

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The collective owners of the real property identified in the attached Exhibit A (the “Property™)
seek to rezone these parcels to PUD. The Propety, which contains approximately 4.9 acres, is
bounded on the south by Lenoir Avenue and on the West by Philips Highway. Adjacent
properties to the North and East are designated CGC and are either vacant or developed for

The Property is to be operated and uscd in accordance with the terms and limitations of
this P.U.D. ordinance and its supporting exhibits, as an auto storage yard in consonance
with the goals and objcctives of the Community General Commercial (CGC) land use
category of the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Illement.

II. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The Property has been initially divided into three separate parcels as depicted on the attached site
plan dated December 20, 2011 (the “Site Plan,” which is incorporated herein by this reference).

A. Permitted Uses:

1. Automobile storage yard, including the sale of used automabiles, and
the servicing of such vehicles, including both minor and major
repairs. All storage is to be conducted behind fenced areas and not
otherwise visible from the public right-of-way or any adjoining
property.

All other permitted uses under the CCG-1 zoning, subject to
submission of a revised sile plan for any individual use.

3. Continued utilization of the existing single family dwelling located
as depicted on the Site Plan.

1. Minimum parcel area and yard anzas: The minimum lot size, lot width and yard
areas for structures shall be as follows:

3. Maximum height of structures: Twenty-five (25) feet.
B. Ingress, Lgress and Circulation,

1. Initial points of vehicular ingress and egress shall be substantially as shown on the
Site Plan. The principal driveway entrance for patrons shall be along Philips
Highway. Sccondary access for operations only is permitted along Lenoir
Avenue.

C. Signs.

t. The number, location size and height of signage to be located on the property

shall be as follows:
One double faced pylon sign not to exceed 32 square feet in area and twenty feet
in height may be permitted along Philips Highway.
a. fMumination: Tntemally illuminated (backlighting or indirect lighting will
be permitted as appropriate but the sign will not be animated.
D. Site Design and Landscaping.

1. As the use does not permit direct public visibility no interior landscaping will be
provided behind any fenced areas. Fuither, as existing fencing is located along
property boundaries no uncomplimentary buffers will be provided.

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2. However, any newly created vehicular use areas which would exist outside of the
fenced storage arcas will comply with the standards as applicable in Part 12 of the
Zoning Code.

3. All exterior pole-mounted lights shali be appropriately shielded to minimize
trespass lighting and skyglow cffects. Further, any such lighting shall be
residential in nature, character, and height.

4. All fencing of areas on the property being visible from any adjacent property or
public right-of-way will utilize uniform color and materials. Such fencing shall
be wood, metal or masonry in construction and shall be not less than 8 feet in
height and §5% opaque. Turther, the owner shall maintain the fencing in a proper
manner to include its stability and color.

L. Building Orientation
l. General:

a. Storage areas, service bays and work areas are o be Jacated and
cenfigured in such a way as to ensure that they are not visible from
any adjacent right of way.

IV. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION
FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed rezoning
is a reasonable manner by which to recognize a longstanding use, having predated the
development of residential uses surrounding the property. This U.D.:

With the additional conditions and
development standards outlined in this PUD the usc is consistent with the
development trends that exist in this area,

Recreation/Open Space. The PUD dogs not permit residential development and
therefore no recreation arca is required.

Impact on Wetlands. Any development activity which would impact wetlands will be
permitted in accordance with local, statc and federal requirements.

. Listed Species Regulations. Not Applicable.
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1. Off-Street Parking & Loading Reguirements. Any newly created vehicular use areas
will be designed and installed consistent with both Part 6 and Part 12 of the Zoning
Code.

1. Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. The development will not provide sidewalks.
K. Storinwater Reiention. Stormwater shall be conveyed, treated and stored in
accordance with all City of Jacksonville and St. Johns River Water Management

District requirements.

L. Utilities. Electric power, water and sewer services are furnished to the Property by
the Jacksonville Electric Authority.
