BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Submerged Land Lease Approved.  That certain Goodby’s Creek Park Boat Ramp and Accessory Dock Submerged Land Lease between the City of Jacksonville and the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund of the State of Florida (the “Lease”), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby approved.  Said Lease is a renewal of that agreement approved in Resolution 2002-599-A and renewed in Ordinance 2007-0099-E and is for a five (5) year term commencing November 27, 2011. The Lease authorizes the City to operate a public boat ramp and two accessory docks exclusively to be used for launching and loading of recreational vessels in conjunction with an upland park, with a sewage pumpout facility but without fueling facilities or liveaboards


Section 2.
   Execution of Documents Authorized.     The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute the agreement approved in Section 1 hereof in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, as well as associated documents, and may also execute any renewals thereof in substantially the same form.

tencwal, through November 27, 2016, the expiration date of this lease rencwal, The terms and conditions on and for which this
lease renewal is granted are as follows:

1. USE OF PROPERTY: ‘The Lessee is hereby authorized to operale a public boat ramp and two accessory docks
exclusively to be used for Jaunching and loading of recreational vessels in conjunction with an upland park, without fueling
facilities, with 2 sewage pumpout facility if it mects the regulatory requirements of the State of Florida Depariment of
Environmental Protection or Stale of Florida Department of Health, whichever agency has jurisdiction, and without
liveabonrds as defined in paragraph 25 as shown and conditioned in Auachment A, and the State of Florida Department of
Linviremneutal Protection Environmental Resource Permit No. 16-1802350-001-E, dated Jannary 3, 2002, incorporated herein
and made g part of this lease by reference. All of the foregoing subject to the remaining conditions of this lease.
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2. AGREEMENT TQ EXTENT OF USB: This lease is given to the Lessee o use or occupy the leased premises only
for those activities specified herein and as conditioned by the State of Florida Department of Bnvironmental Protection
Envirommental Resource Penmit. The Lessee shall not (i) change or add to the approved use of the leased premiscs as defined
hereiu (e.g., from commercial to multi-family residential, from temporary mooring o rental of wet slips, from remtal of wet
slips to coutractual agreement with third party for docking of cruise ships, from rental of recreational plcasure craft to rental or
temporary mooring of charler/tour boats, from loading/offloading conunercial to rental of wet slips, ete.); (ii) change activities
in any manner that may have an environmental impact that was nol considered in the original autherization or regulatory
permit; or {iii) change the type of use of the riparian uplands or as permitted by the Lessce’s interest in the riparian upland
property that is more particularly described in Attlachment B without first oblaining a regulatory permit/modified permiy, if
applicable, the Lessor’s written authorization in the form of a modified lease, the payment of additional fecs, if applicable, and,
if applicable, the removal of any structures which may no longer qualify for authorization under the nodified lease. If at any
time during the lease term this lease no longer satisfies the requirements of subparagtaph 18-21.011{1)(b)7,, Florida
Administrative Code, for a fee waived lease, the Lessee shall be required to pay an annual lease [ee in accordance with Rule

18-21.011, Florida Administrative Code, and if applicable, remove any structures which may no longer qualify for
authorization under this lease.

3. EXAMINATION OF L ESSEE’S RECORDS: The Lessor is hereby specifically authorized and empowered to
cxemine, for the term of this iease including any Tenewals, plus three (3) additional years, at all reusonable hours, the books,
records, contracts, and other documents confirming and pertaining to the computation of annual lease payments as specified in
paragraph two (2) above.

4, MAINTENANCE OF LESSEE’S RECORDS: The Lessce shall maintain separate accounting records for:
(i) gross revenue derived directly from the use of the leased premises, (if) the gross revenue derived indirectly from the use of
the leased premises, and (iii) all other gross revenue derived from the Lessee's operations on the riparian upland property. The
Lessee shall secure, maintain and keep all records for the term of this lease and any renewals plus threc (3) additional years.

This period shall be extended for an additional two (2) yeats upon request for cxamination of all records and accounts for teuse
verification purposcs by the Lessor.

S. PROPERTY RIGHTS: The Lessee shall make no claim of title or interest to said lands hereinbefore described by
reason of the occupancy or use thereof, and all title and interest to said land hereinbefore described is vested in the Lessor.
The Lessee is prohibited from including, or making any claim that purports to include, said lands described or the Lessce's
leaschold interest in said lands into any form of private ownership, including but not limited to any form uf condominivm or
cooperative ownership. The Lessee is further prohibited. from making any claim, including any advertiscment, that said land,
or the use thereof, may be purchased, sold, or re-sold.

6. INTEREST IN RIPARIAN UPLAND PROPERTY: During the term of this lease, the Lessee shall maintain the
interest in the riparian upland property that is more particularly described in Attachment B and by reference wade a part hereol
together with the riparian rights appurtenant thereto, and if such interest is terminated, the lease may be lerminated at the option
of the Lessor. Prior to sale and/or termination of the Lessec's interest in the riparian upland praperty, the Lessee shall inform any
potential buyer or transferee of the Lessce's interest in the riparian upland property and the cxistence of this lease and all its
terms and conditions and shall complete nnd execute any documents required by the Lessor to effect an assigninent of this
lease, if consented to by the Lessor. Failure to do so will not relicve the Lessee from responsibility for full compliance with
the terms and conditions of this lease which include, but are not limited to, payment of all fees and/or penalty assessments
incurred prior to such act.

7. ASSIGNMENT OF LEASE: This lease shall not be assigned or otherwise transfetred without prior written
consent of the Iessor or its duly authorized agenl. Such assignment or other transfer shall be subject to the terms, conditions
and provisions of management standards and applicable laws, rules and regulabions in cffect at that time.  Any assignment or
other transfer without prior wrilten consent of the Lessor shall be null and void and without legal effect.

8. INDEMNIFICATION/INVESTIGATION OF ALL CLAIMS: The Lessce shall investigate all claims of every
nature at its expense. Each party is responsible for all personal injury and property damage attributable (o the negligent acts or
omissions of that party and (he officers, employees and agents thereof. Nothing herein.shall be consirued as an indemnity or &
waiver of sovereign immunity enjoyed by any pacty hereto, as provided in Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, as arnended frow
time to time, or any other law providing limitations on claims.
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9. NOTICES/COMPLIANCE/TRRMINATION: The Lessee binds itself] ils successors and assigns, to abide by the
provisions and conditions herein set forth, and said provisions and conditions shal be decined covenants of the Lessee, its
successors and assigns. In the event the Lessce fails or refuses to comply with the provisions and conditions herein set Forth,
or it the event the Lessee violates any of the provisions and corglitions herein set forth, and the Lessee fails or refuses to
comply with any of said provisions or conditions within twenty (20) days of receipt of the Lessor's notice to correct, this leass
may be terminated by the Lessor upon thirty (30) days written notice to the Lessee. I canceled, al! of the above-described
parce] of land shall revert o the Lessor, Al notices required to be given to the Lessee by ilis lease or applicable law or
administrative rules shail be sufficient if sent by U.S. Mail to the following address:

Tlie Lessee shall notify the Lessor by certified mail of any change to this address at least ten (10) days before the change is
effective.

10. TAXES AND ASSESSMENTS: The Lessee shall assume all responsibility for liabilities that acerue 10 the
subject property ot 1o the improvements thereon, including any and all drainage or special assessments or taxes of every kind
and description which are now or may be hercafier lawfully assessed and levied against the subject property during the
effective period of this lease.

1. NUISANCES OR ILLEGAL OPERATIONS; The Lesser shall not permit the leased premises or any part thereof
10 bie used or occupicd for any purpose or business other than herein specificd unless such proposed vse and oceupancy are
consented (o by the Lessor and the lease is modified aceordingly, nor shall Lessee knowingly permit or suffer any nuisances or
illegal operations of any kind on the leased premises.

12. MATNTENANCE OF FACILITY/RIGHT TO INSPECT: The Lessee shall maintain the lessed prenuses in good
condition, keeping the structures and equipment located thereon in a good state of repair in the interests of public health, salcty
and welfare. No dock or picr shall be constructed in any manner that would cause harm to wildlife, The leased premises shall
be subject to inspection by the Lessor or ifs designated ageut at any reasonable time.

13. NON-DISCRIMINATION: The Lessee shall not discriminate against any individual because of that individual's
race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age, handicap, or marital status with respect (o any activity occurring within the area
subject to this lease or upon lands adjacent to and used as an adjunct of the leased area. During the lease term, the Lesser shall
post und muaintain the placard furnished to the Lessee by the Lessor in a prominent and visible location on the leased premiscs
or adjacent busineys olfice of the Lessee. Tt shall be the responsibility of the Lessce to post the placard in a manner which will
provide protection from the elements, and, in tlie event that said placard becomes itlegible at any time during the term of this
lease (including any cxtensions thereof), to notify the Lessor in writing, so that a replacement may be provided.

14, ENFORCEMENT OF PROVISIONS: No failure, or successive failures, on the part of the Lessor to enforce any
provision, nar any waiver or successive waivers on its patt of any provision herein, shall operate as a discharge thereof or
tender the samie inoperative or impair the right of the Lessor te enforce the same upon auy rencwal thercof or in the event of
subsequent breach or breaches.

13. PERMISSION GRANTED: Upon expiration or cancellation of this lease all permission granted hereunder shall
cease and terminate.
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16. RENEWAL PROVISIONS; Renewal of this lease shall be at the sole option ol the Lessor. Such renewal shall be
subject 1o the terms, conditions and provisions of management standards and applicable laws, rules and regulations in effect at that
time. In the event that Lessee is in full compliance with the terms of this leasc, the Lessee may apply in writing for a rencwal.
Such application for rencwal nwist be received by Lessor no sooner than 120 days and no later than 30 days prior to thie cxpiration
date ol the original ar current term hereof. ‘[he term of any rencwal granted by the Lessor shall commence on the last day of the
previous lease term. If the Lessee fails o imely 2pply for a rencwal, or in the event the Lessor does not grant a renewal, the
Lessce shall vacate the leased premises and remove all stnzctures and cquipment occupying and erected thereon at its expense.
The obligation to remove all structures authorized herein upon termination of this fease shall constitute 2n affinnative covenant
upon the Lessee’s luterest in the riparian upland property more particularly described in Attachment 12, which shall run with the

title to the Lessee's interest in said riparian uplund property and shail be binding upon Lessee and Lessed's sucecssors in title or
SUCCessors in interest,

17. REMOVAL OF STRUCTURES/ADMINISTRATIVE FINES: If the Lessee does not remove said structures and
equipment occupying and erected upon the leased premises after cxpiration or cancellation of this lease, such structures and
equipment will be deemed forfeited to the Lessor, and the Lessor may authorize removal and may sell such forfeited stmetures
and equipinent afler ten (10) days written nolice by certified mail addressed to the Lessee at the address specified in Paragraph
% or at such address on record as provided to the Lessor hy the Lessee. However, such remedy shall be in addition to all other
remedies available to the Lessor under applicable laws, rules and regulations including the right to compel removal of alt
structures and the right to impose administrative ines.

18. REMOVAL COSTS/LIEN ON RIPARIAN UPLAND PROPERTY: Subject to the noticing provisions of
Paragraph 17 of this lease, any costs incurred by the Lessor in removal of any structures and cquipment constructed or
maintained on state lands shall be paid by Lessee and any unpaid costs and expenses shall constitute a lien upon the Lessee's
interest in the riparian upland property that is more particularly described in Attachment B. This lien on the Less¢e’s interest in
the riparian upland property shall be enforceable in smmmary proceedings as provided by law,

19. RECORDATION OF LEASE: The Lessee, at its own expense, shall record this fully executed lease in its
entirety in the public records of the county within which the lease site is located within fourteen (14) days after receipt, and
shall provide to the Lessor within ten (10} days following the recordation a copy of the recorded lease in its entirety which
contains the O.R. Book and pages at which the lease is recorded.

20. RIPARIAN RIGHTS/FINAL ADJUDICATION: In the event that any part of any structure authorized hereunder
is determined by a final adjudication issued by a court of competent jurisdiction to cncroach on or interfere with adjacent
riparian rights, Lessee agrees to either obtain written consent for the offending structure from the affected riparian owner or to
remove the interference or encroachment within 60 days from the date of the adjudication. Failure to comply with this
paragraph shall coustitute a material breach of this lease agreement and shall be grounds for immediate termination of this
lease agreement at the option of the Lessor.

21. AMENDMENTS/MODIFICATIONS: This leasc is the entire and only agreement between the partics. Its
provisions arc not severahle. Any amendracnt or modification to this lease must be in writing, must be accepted,
acknowledged and executed by the Lessee and Lessor, and must comply with the rules and statutes in existence at the time of
the execution of the modification or amendment. Notwithstanding the provisions of this paragraph, if mooring is authorized
by Lhis lease, the Lessce may install boatlifis within the leased premises without formal modification of the lease provided that
(a) the Lessee obtains any state or local regulatory permit that may be required; and (b) the location or size of the lift does not
increase the mooring capacity of the facility.

ACTIVITIES/MINOR STRUCTURAIL REPAIRS; No permanent or temnporary sigus direcied to the boating public
advertising te sale of alcoholic beverages shall be erected or placed within the leased premnises. No restaurant or dining
activities are to occur within the leased premises. The Lessee shall ensure that no permanent, temporary or floating structures,
feuces, docks, pilings or any structures whose use is not water-dependent shall be erected or conducted over sovercignty
subtnerged lands without prior written consent from the Lessor. No additional structures and/or activities including dredging,
refocation/realignment or major repairs or renovations to authorized structurcs, shall be erected or conducted on or over
soverciguty, submerged Jands without prior written consent from the Lessor. Unless specifically authorized. in writing by the
TLessor, such aclivities or structures shall be considered unauthorized and a violation of Chapter 2353, Florida Statutes, and shalt
subject the Lessee to administrative fines under Chapter 18-14, Florida Administrative Code. This coudition does not apply to
minor structural repairs required to maintain the authorized struchures in a good state of repair in the intecests of public health,
safety or welfare; provided, however, that such activities shall not exceed the activities authorized by this agreement
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23, USACE AUTHOQRIZATION: Prior to comunencenient of construction andor aclivities swthorized herein, the
Lessoc shall obtain the U-S. Army Corps of Engincers (USACE) permit if it is required by the USACE. Any modifications to
the construction and/or activities authorized herein that may be required by the USACE shall require consideration by and the

prior writicn approval of the Lessor prior (o the conunencement of construction audfor any activitics on sovercign, submeeged
lands. N

24. COMPLIANCE WUTH FLORIDA LAWS: On or in conjunction with the use of the leased pramises, the Lessce
shall at all times comply with all Florida Statutcs and all administrative rules promulgated thereunder. Any ankawlul activity

which oceurs on the leased premises or in conjunction with the use of the leased premises shall be grounds for the termination
of this lease by the Lessor.

25. LIVEABOARDS: The term "liveahoard” is delined as a vessel docked at the facility and inhabited by a person or
persens tor any five (5) consccutive days or a total of ten (10) days within a thirty (30) day period. If liveaboards are
authorized by paragraph ove (1) of this lease, in no event shall such "liveaboard" status exceed six (6) months within any
twelve (12} month period, nor shall any such vesset conslitute a legal or primary residence.

26. GAMBLING VESSELS: During the term of this lease and any renewals, extensions, modifications or
assignments thercof, Lessce shall prohibit the operation of or entry onto the leascd premises of gambling cruise ships, or
vegsels that are used principally (or the purpose of gambling, when these vessels are engaged in “cruises to nowhere,” where
the ships leave and retumn 10 the state of Florida without an intervening stop within another state or {oreign country or waters

within the jurisdiction of another state or foreign country, and any watercraft used to carry passengers to and from such
gambling cruise ships.

28. SRECIAL LEASE CONDITION: The Lessee shall mainiain a special informational display specific to manatee
usc of Goodby's Creek and the arca speed zones in the vicinity of this facility. The sign shall be placed in a location that
s visible 10 the users of this boat ramp. The Lessee shall coordinate with the Office of Environmentat Services,
Florida Fish and Wildlife Conscrvation Commission, QES-BPS, 620 S. Meridian Streat, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-1600
