Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for the purchase ($60,000) and closing costs ($5,000) of property located along the 2800 block of Hamilton Circle, between Longleaf Street and Vernon Road, Jacksonville, Florida, in Council District 10, for a future parking lot and sports facility, and more particularly described in the documents on file with Legislative Services.   
Section 2.

Purchase of property approved.  The purchase of the property referenced in Section 1 above is hereby approved.    

Section 3.

Execution authorized. The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all such documents necessary to the purchase of the aforementioned property.
Section 4.

Reverter.
The Council approved Ordinance 2011-694-E appropriating $15,000 for the appraisal, survey and environmental survey.  The cost of the appraisal, survey and environmental survey was approximately $5,000 leaving a balance of $10,000.  Any remaining funds from those authorized by 2011-694-E or this legislation after the completion of the purchase of the property shall be returned to the source of origin.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
