AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THAT CERTAIN LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (LANDLORD) AND THE AMERICAN SOCIETY FOR THE PREVENTION OF CRUELTY TO ANIMALS (TENANT), SAID LEASE BEING FOR SIX (6) MONTHS, WITH THE OPTION TO CONTINUE POSSESSION AS A TENANT FROM MONTH-TO-MONTH, FOR THE OLD CITY ANIMAL SHELTER LOCATED AT 2580 WEST 1ST STREET, AT A RATE OF $1.00 FOR THE TERM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Shelter Lease Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver for and on behalf of the City, that certain Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (Landlord) and The American Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (Tenant), in substantially the same form placed revised on file, labeled as “Revised on File, Amd Lease Agree, March 20, 2012 – Finance” with the Legislative Services Division.  Said lease is for six (6) months, with the option to continue possession as a tenant from month-to-month, for the old City animal shelter located at 2580 West 1st Street, at a rate of $1.00 for the term. The ASPCA will use the shelter to house animals during a criminal investigation and will be providing improvements to the shelter as well as covering utilities and all other costs of the operation.
