RESOLUTION 2012-181-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING THE WEEK OF APRIL 8-14, 2012, AS NATIONAL LIBRARY WEEK AND URGING ALL RESIDENTS TO VISIT AND UTILIZE THEIR LOCAL LIBRARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, for 106 years, the Jacksonville Public Library has provided free access to all, offering access to books, multimedia and online resources, lifelong learning for all ages, inspiration for the imagination of children, programs that teach all forms of literacy, and tools for businesses to support entrepreneurship; and


WHEREAS, nearly 5 million people visited Jacksonville Public Libraries and checked out almost 9 million items last year; and


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Public Library provided more than 10,000 programs and services last year to Duval County residents at its 21 locations; and 

WHEREAS, 165,387 area children and teens attended library programs last year – nearly the entire youth population of Duval County; and

WHEREAS, librarians are trained professionals, helping people of all ages and backgrounds find and interpret the information they need to live, learn and work in a challenging economy; and
WHEREAS, librarians design and offer programs to meet their community’s economic needs, providing residents with resume writing classes, interviewing workshops and job seeking resources; and


WHEREAS, research on the economic impact of libraries produced by the University of West Florida finds that the Jacksonville Public Library provides an exceptional return on investment, returning $4.04 to Jacksonville for every tax dollar invested; and

WHEREAS, libraries, librarians, library workers and supporters in Jacksonville and across America are celebrating National Library Week in April; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby recognizes the week of April 8-14, 2012, as National Library Week and encourages all residents to visit their public library that week to take advantage of the wonderful library resources available there.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
