ORDINANCE 2012-203-W
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE JACKSONVILLE POLICE AND FIRE PENSION BOARD OF TRUSTEES; MAKING FINDINGS; AMENDING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH CHAPTER 2011-216, LAWS OF FLORIDA, THE MANNER IN WHICH BOARD MEMBERS ARE SELECTED AND APPOINTED; PROVIDING FOR THREE MEMBERS TO BE APPOINTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL INSTEAD OF TWO; AMENDING SECTION 22.02 (MEMBERSHIP) OF ARTICLE 22 (JACKSONVILLE POLICE AND FIRE PENSION BOARD OF TRUSTEES) OF THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE TO PROVIDE THAT THREE MEMBERS INSTEAD OF TWO SHALL BE APPOINTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL, AND ELIMINATING THE TRUSTEE ELECTED BOARD MEMBER; PROVIDING FOR THE REPLACEMENT OF NATHANIEL GLOVER, JR., THE FIFTH BOARD MEMBER BY RANDLE P. SHOEMAKER-CRUMP FOR THE REMAINDER OF THE UNEXPIRED TERM ENDING OCTOBER 15, 2014; PROVIDING FOR THE REPLACEMENT OF CITY COUNCIL APPOINTEE BARBARA JAFFE WITH WALTER P. BUSSELLS FOR A FOUR TERM YEAR THAT SHALL COMMENCE ON JULY 1, 2012 AND EXPIRE JUNE 30, 2016; PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF A CITY COUNCIL APPOINTEE TO REPLACE RESIGNED CITY COUNCIL APPOINTEE PETER D. SLEIMAN WITH ADAM HERBERT FOR A FOUR YEAR TERM THAT SHALL COMMENCE ON JULY 1, 2012 AND EXPIRE JUNE 30, 2016; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the legislature of the State of Florida, in the 2011 legislative session, passed Chapter 2011-216, Laws of Florida, which amended Chapters 175 and 185 Florida Statutes to authorize municipalities to alter by ordinance, for the sole purpose of changing municipal representation, the composition of police and fire pension boards so as to enlarge the number of municipal representatives on said pension boards; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds that the Council, on behalf of the citizens and taxpayers of the City, is ultimately and fully responsible for providing the necessary contributions to make the police and fire Pension Fund (“Fund”) solvent; and thereby recognizes the board and board members as extremely important participants acting as stewards of the public treasury obligated to realize the best return on Fund investments and to expend administrative costs judiciously and responsibly; and  
WHEREAS, the Council finds that it is in the public interest to alter the board of trustees of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees so as to eliminate the trustee appointed member and to replace that member with a member appointed by the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that it is in the public interest to replace the current members of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees who are appointed by the Council and serve at the pleasure of the Council; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Change in Manner of Appointment to the Police and Fire Board of Trustees.  In accordance with Sections 175.061 and 185.05 Florida Statutes, and effective upon the enactment of this ordinance, and for the sole purpose of changing municipal representation on the Board of Trustees of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees, the fifth member of the Board of Trustees, previously selected by the other four members, shall hereafter be selected and appointed by the City Council.  

   
Section 2.

Article 22 of the Charter Amended.  As authorized by Sections 175.061 and 185.05 Florida Statutes, and in order to facilitate the implementation of Section 1 above, Article 22 (Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees), Section 22.02 (Membership) of the Charter of the City of Jacksonville is amended to read as follows:

ARTICLE 22.  JACKSONVILLE POLICE AND FIRE PENSION BOARD OF TRUSTEES.
*  *  *
Section 22.02. - Membership.

(a)
The membership of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees shall consist of five members, of whom two three shall be legal residents of the City of Jacksonville, each of whom shall have professional experience in at least one of the following disciplines: finance, investments, economics, pension management, pension administration, local government administration, and/or accounting, appointed by the city council; one shall be a police officer elected by a majority vote of the police officers who are members of the pension fund, and one shall be a firefighter elected by a majority of the firefighters who are members of the pension fund, and the last shall be chosen by a majority of the previous four members. The fifth member's name shall be submitted to the City Council, which shall, as a ministerial act, appoint such person as the fifth member of the board. Effective for all new appointments after July 1, 2005, each resident member shall serve as a trustee for a period of 4 years, unless sooner replaced by the City Council at whose pleasure he or she shall serve, and may succeed himself or herself as a trustee. Effective for all elections after July 1, 2005, the police officer and firefighter members shall serve as trustees for a period of 4 years, unless they shall sooner leave the employment of the city as a police officer or firefighter, whereupon the class of employees whose elected representative has left office shall elect a successor to fill the unexpired term of office as provided for in this section. Each employee member may succeed himself or herself in office. Effective for all new appointments after July 1, 2005, the fifth member shall serve a term of 4 years and may succeed himself or herself in office. Members shall continue to serve until their respective successors are appointed, elected, or selected. 
Section 3.

Replacement of existing fifth member trustee.  Effective upon the enactment of this ordinance, and for the sole purpose of facilitating the change in municipal representation on the Board of Trustees of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees provided for in Section 1 above, and in accordance with Sections 175.061 and 185.05 Florida Statutes, Randle P. Shoemaker-Crump is hereby appointed to the Board of Trustees of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees replacing Nathaniel Glover, Jr., the current fifth member of the Board of Trustees, previously selected by the other four members, and confirmed in Resolution 2011-0071-A for a term expiring October 15, 2014.  This appointment is for the remainder of the unexpired term that shall expire on October 15, 2014.  
Section 4.

Replacement of City Council appointee Barbara Jaffe.  Effective upon the enactment of this ordinance, and as authorized by section 22.02 of the Charter, Walter P. Bussells is hereby appointed as a trustee of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees, Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustee replacing City Council appointee Barbara Jaffe, who was appointed in Resolution 2010-849-A, and whose service is at the pleasure of the City Council.  This appointment is for a four year term that shall commence on July 1, 2012 and expire June 30, 2016. 

Section 5.

Appointment to vacant position.  Effective upon the enactment of this ordinance, and as authorized by section 22.02 of the Charter, Adam Herbert is hereby appointed as a trustee of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees to replace resigned Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees member Peter D. Sleiman, who was appointed by the City Council in Resolution 2010-473-A for a term that was set to expire June 1, 2014. This appointment is for a four year term that shall commence on July 1, 2012 and expire June 30, 2016.

Section 6.  
Severability.
  If any section, clause, sentence, or provision of this act or the application of such section, clause, sentence, or provision to any person or bodies or under any circumstances shall be held to be inoperative, invalid, or unconstitutional, the invalidity of such section, clause, sentence, or provision shall not be deemed, held, or taken to affect the validity or constitutionality of any of the remaining parts of this act, or the application of any of the provisions of this act to persons, bodies, or in circumstances other than those as to which it or any part thereof shall have been inoperative, invalid, or unconstitutional, and it is intended that this act shall be construed and applied as if any section, clause, sentence, or provision held inoperative, invalid, or unconstitutional had not been included in this act.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
