WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) and RLD-90 (Residential Low Density-90) Districts to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated February 21, 2012 and written description dated May 22, 2012 for the St. Mark’s PUD Third Amendment.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum, dated April 23, 2012, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The location of any fence along the northeast property line of 2902 Harvard Avenue shall not encroach beyond the front plane of the adjacent house at 2906 Harvard Avenue.

L SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PLAN

St. Mark’s Episcopal Church, St. Mark’s Episcopal Church Foundation, Inc. and the
Episcopal Church in the Diocese of Florida, Inc. (collectively, the “Applicant™) proposes to
amend the existing St. Mark’s PUD, as approved by Ordinance 93-746, and amended by
Ordinance 2001-820-E (the “Existing PUD”) to incorporate an additional parcel of property
(“New Parcel”) into the PUD. In addition, the Applicant seeks to clarify certain terms of the
Existing PUD related to fencing along the PUD perimeter and access to the PUD property (the “PUD
Property”) from Baltic Street. Finally, the Applicant has also provided with this application a Sign
Site Plan which illustrates the locations for future identification and directional signage to be situated
on the PUD Property. The Sign Site Plan is attached hereto as Exhibit “J.”

The Existing PUD encumbers several parcels of contiguous real property between Oxford
Avenue, lonic Avenue, Baltic Street, DeSoto Circle and Harvard Avenue and permits the
existing Day Care Center, Church Nursery, and School uses. These uses are described in further
detail in the Existing PUD Written Descriptions, approved by Ordinance 93-746, as amended by
2001-820-E. Copies of the Existing PUD Written Descriptions are also attached as Exhibit “J”
to this application. The proposed amendment will not affect the uses permitted under the
Existing PUD. Specifically, the proposed amendment to the PUD will not increase the number
of students or children served at the Day Care Center, Church Nursery, and School.

The PUD Property is approximately 5.68 acres. The Applicant seeks to add one parcel
located at the corner of Baltic Street and Harvard Avenue with an address of 2902 Harvard
Avenue (as shown in the Site Plan attached as Exhibit “E”) to the Existing PUD. The legal
description of the PUD Property and the New Parcel is attached as Exhibit “1.” The Parcel
encompasses approximately 0.15 acres and currently is vacant. This amendment to the PUD will
permit the Parcel to be used in conjunction with the adjacent athletic field/ play field of the
Existing PUD. Access to the Parcel will be from the existing driveway at Ionic Avenue. There
is gated access from the PUD to Baltic Street, which will be limited for temporary uses such as
maintenance or construction, as more fully addressed herein.

Again, the applicant is not seeking any increase in the number of students permitted at the
St. Mark’s Episcopal School. The applicant is merely proposing to expand the adjacent athletic
field approved under the Existing PUD to include the New Parcel.

The Existing PUD permitted the existing Church, School and Nursery uses as well as the
expansion of existing Church and School facilities to include new classroom buildings, a
computer lab, and a science lab to support the growing needs of the School and Church. To that
end, the Existing PUD specified the square footage and general design characteristics of each
proposed expansion. As with PUD Ordinance 2001-820-E (the “2001 PUD Amendment™), the
Applicant reiterates that the square footage limitations in the Written Description for PUD
Ordinance 1993-746 only apply to those expansions proposed in the Existing PUD and are not
intended as overall limitation on the amount of permitted uses within the PUD. Accordingly,
future expansions will not be limited by the square footage designations in PUD Ordinance 93-

746.

In 2011, a minor modification was approved to the Existing PUD which re-configured the
access between the Church and the School to unite the two campuses, replaced the Site Plan
approved in the 2001 PUD Amendment with a Revised Site Plan that adds a new Multi-Purpose
Building where Buildings 22 and 23 were shown on the 2001 Site Plan, and increased the height
allowed under the PUD from thirty-five (35) feet to forty-one (41) to accommodate the new
Multi-Purpose Building.

This Third PUD Amendment also seeks to clarify the provisions of the Existing PUD
concerning fencing along the School property and access to Baltic Street. The 2001 PUD
Amendment revised fencing requirements and provides that a wrought iron or wooden fence
could be constructed or maintained along Baltic Street. With the acquisition of the New Parcel,
the Applicant would propose to clarify the language of the Existing PUD that fencing may be
provided along the perimeter of the PUD boundary throughout and that said fencing may be
made of wrought iron or wooden materials. Provided however, where the PUD boundary abuts
residential properties with street addresses on Harvard Avenue, the existing fencing along those
borders shall remain in place unless the abutting property owner consents in writing to a change
in fence materials along his/her property boundary.

As to access to the PUD from Baltic Street, access is now gated and currently limited to
emergency access. With new construction planned for the School, as explained more fully in the
prior minor modification in 2011, the School would like the ability to use the Baltic Street access
for construction vehicles and for periodic maintenance, such as lawn mowing, tree trimming, etc.
Baltic Street access would remain gated at all times and limited to these periodic uses and similar

maintenance or temporary uses, as needed.

Except for the changes discussed above, the existing PUD remains unchanged.

New Parcel: The permitted uses and structures are School Physical Fitness Area and
athletic field uses as approved in the Existing PUD Ordinance 93-746, and amended by 2001-

school physical fitness area approved under PUD Ordinance 93-746. Any lights which may be
constructed on the New Parcel must be arranged and controlled so as to deflect light away from any
residential district.

| 5 Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access: Vehicular access will remain
the same as provided in the Existing PUD. Access to Baltic Street is gated and currently limited to
emergency access. With ongoing construction planned for the School, the School would propose the
flexibility to use the Baltic Street access for construction vehicles and for periodic maintenance, such
as lawn mowing, tree trimming, etc. Baltic Street access would remain gated at all times and limited
to these periodic uses and similar maintenance or temporary uses, as needed.

2. Pedestrian Circulation System: Pedestrian circulation will remain the
same as provided in the Existing PUD.

3. Signage: The proposed amendment will not require any additional
signage. However, Applicant is attaching along with this Application as Exhibit “J,” a Sign Site
Plan which illustrates the locations for future identification and directional signage to be situated on
the PUD Property. Additional directional and building identification signage interior to the
School/Church Property, consistent with the design and size of the signs depicted in Exhibit “J,”
are also permitted.

4. Parking and Loading Requirements: Existing off-street and on street
parking spaces under the approved Existing PUD are adequate for all Church, School, Day Care
Center and Church Nursery activities. The proposed amendment will not affect this parking.

5. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: The PUD Property is located
within an area designated to be in the LDR category according to the Future Land Use Map of
the Comprehensive Plan. The proposed rezoning would be consistent with the applicable land
use category. The project has been assigned the Development No. 2210.3.

6. Roadways/Consistency with Concurrency Management System: The
approved Existing PUD is consistent with the Concurrency and Mobility Management System.
The applicant is not seeking an increase in the intensity or nature of uses. Therefore, the proposed
amendment will not have an effect on concurrency.

7. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development: The applicant is
proposing minor changes to the Existing PUD. Surrounding land use categories include LDR to
the north, east and west, and RPI to the south. Surrounding zoning districts include RLD-90 to
the north, RLD-90 and PBF-1 to the east, CRO to the south, and RLD-90 to the west. As

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evidenced by the approval of the Existing PUD, the proposed uses are compatible the surrounding
land use categories and zoning districts. The proposed uses will not result in an increase in intensity

of development,

8. Fencing: Fencing is permitted along the perimeter of the PUD Property
and shall consist of a six-foot (6”) wrought iron type or wooden fence as more specifically

described herein.

9. Landscaping: Landscaping will remain the same as provided in the
Existing PUD.

10.  Utilities: Electric power is available to the site provided for by the
Jacksonville Electric Authority. Water and sewer services will be provided by the City of
Jacksonville.
