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ORDINANCE 2012-251-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SEGMENT OF SOUTHPOINT PARKWAY WHICH EXTENDS A DISTANCE OF 1,850 FEET NORTH AND WEST FROM BELFORT ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 TO “SOUTHPOINT PARKWAY SOUTH”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on the July 7, 2011, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“911 Committee”) recommended adding the word “south” to Southpoint Parkway from Belfort Road and Southpoint Parkway North and West 1,850 feet.  A copy of the excerpt is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council, in an attempt to change the fewest street address numbers, informally adopted the Southpoint Parkway “South” name change in the address appeals found in Resolutions 2011-308-A, 2011-309-A, 2011-612-A, 2011-613-A, and 2011-614-A; and
WHEREAS, Section 745.106, Ordinance Code, requires street name changes be pursuant to Ordinance; and
WHEREAS, on March 28, 2012, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Committee and made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of an excerpt of the minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of the segment of “Southpoint Parkway” is attached hereto as Exhibit 3; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Southpoint Parkway” to “Southpoint Parkway South”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Southpoint Parkway” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Southpoint Parkway” which extends north and west from Belfort Road approximately 1,850 feet, in Council District 4 is hereby renamed “Southpoint Parkway South”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Southpoint Parkway” is referenced in Exhibit 3.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  Upon enactment of this legislation, the Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Section, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

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Cherry Shaw- We have in the past had individual property owners
acknowledge or sign a release of liability if they did not want to change
their address. That is something that we could present to these individuals
is to acknowledge liability, you would sign a release and we would file it in
the public records, that is an option that we have done in the past.

Now with regards to our decision, let me turn your attention back to the
final order from City Council. [t specifically states that your decision is to
create the least amount of impact on all of the property owners along the

these property owners here. Keep in mind that the Ordinance Code
reguires that when you find that there are street numbers out of sequence
your obligation is to correct that deficiency.

There is an option to ask property owners to acknowledge and release
the City from liability secondly, you do have to make a decision.

Stephanie Todd-Surrency - If | am not mistaken that we heard from the
public is that changing the “S" would not impact signage it would
minimize the number of parcels actually being changed. They would not
have to change some of their brochures and would not have to change
the signage on their buildings they were more receptive to that. Even
though it affected more people the changes were minimized.

Mark Shelton - There is a motion on the floor and a second. Any questions
from the public or Committee concerning the motion on the floor right
now.

Member of the Public - Is there a motion to consider alternative 1:as a
possibility 2

Mark Shelton - Right now the motion on the floor is to use alternative 2C
and it has been seconded.

It would require address
changes on two parcels but would not require a street name change.
There are 9 addresses in the 7051 and 6 addresses in 4168 for a total of 15
addresses.
