A RESOLUTION COMMENDING THE TERRY PARKER BOYS’ BASKETBALL TEAM ON REACHING THE STATE CLASS 5A CHAMPIONSHIP GAME; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Terry Parker Braves boys’ basketball team entered the 2011-12 season as the defending champions of the Gateway Conference and State District 3, Class 4A; and


WHEREAS, the Braves were ranked in the top 10 in Class 5A throughout the season and had another outstanding year, finishing the regular season with a 19-5 record and a number two seed in the district tournament; and


WHEREAS, Terry Parker repeated as district champions by defeating highly-ranked Bishop Kenny High School in the district championship game, then posting impressive wins over Nease High School in the regional quarterfinal, over Ponte Vedra High School in the regional semifinal, and over Rutherford High School in Panama City to reach the State Final Four; and 


WHEREAS, in the Final Four in Lakeland for the first time since 1990, the Braves trounced the 27-1 Nature Coast High School with a score of 74-49, thus reaching the State Finals for the first time since 1967. Though the Braves fell short in the Championship Game with a loss to Lake Wales High School, the team finished as State Runner-up; and


WHEREAS, the Terry Parker Braves ended the season with a scoring average of 67 points per game and an outstanding 25-6 record behind the great play of the entire team, including players Keith Williams and Lamar Seymore who were named to the All Conference Team; and

WHEREAS, the performance of the Braves basketball team has brought great excitement and tremendous pride to the entire Jacksonville community; now therefore
